She had served in the Red Oross
a8 a purse from the beginping of
the war. But she came home ut.

her labors. She eaye: “It is ut
ter folly to attempt to assist
these people.”’ We only add fuel
to the flame that is devouring
Europe. Thiareign of madness
must spend itself. The people
must be left alone till out of
sheer helplesscess and despair,
they become willing to listen to
reason.

Probably the price is increascd|
at home becanse of the faet that)|
huoge quanti@es of rugar are he
ing exported to Europe. About|
half of  the world’s  sugar|
is produced in  Xurope, bat
since the war the supply from|
[Germany, northern France and
Russia has been ont of the mar-
' ket, leaving the rest of the world
{to make up the deficiency.

During the fiscal year 1915,
lended June 30, 519 306,232
| pounds of sugar were exported
[from the Unpited States to Ea-
lrope. During the previous year
only 29,000,000 pounds were ex-
ported.

Soon after the outbreak of the
war ansurance was given by the
isugar trust that it had adopted &
policy of not selling sugar for ex.
port. ‘T'he promise evidently
was made to be broken. 'Fhe de-
mands from abroad at war prices
evidently proved too much for
{the patriotism of the sugar pro-|
ducers, who had expressed gl‘all-\l
tude for the action of Congress
iv taking the duty off of raw au.
gar. The consumer was to get
the benefit, they sard. But the
consumer is NOwW paying war
prices for sugar, and the Treas
ury in the meantime paid back
to the sugar producers $5 387,
000 in drawbacks during 1915, an
increase of £5,000;000 over 1914.

| Thus, while consumers pay
|more for sugar than ever, the
[ Treasury loses the duties paid
for raw sugar that is manufac
tured and exported. This raw
angar should be kept ip the
United States for home consump.
tion, at least in suflicient qunanti
ty to keep prices down. But the
sagar producers, non content
with reaping big profits from
Europe, are using the abnormal
demand there as wu lever for
brosting prices at home
