MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP 

IN ALEXANDRIA. 

An Interesting Study for New Iberia . lust  

nt  This Time. 

< fiio year ago, with the object of on 

cntirnging umnioipul ownership of water 

works iiml lights in Lake Charles, the 

American of that oitv |ml>lii>heil the fnl 

lowing interesting ilata. It will prove an 

instructing study to New Iberians «I this 

partii'iilar moment, when municipal ne 

i|iiiiémeut of these necessities is nn the 

t apis : 

Two of the gloat factors in the progress 
nf a town or city are an aileiluate supply 
of good water ami well lighted streets. 

.lust now the municipal ownership of 
wnlor and light plants is being discussed 
as it never was bofoie. 

That there is a growing sentiment in 
favor of it cannot bo denied and so far 
there npponrs to be but little niguiiiont 
against it, for of the many municipalities 
which have construct ed their plants direct, 
oi acquired them by purchase from com­
panion oi firms who built them under a 
franchise granted by the respective muni 
cipalitlos, all appear well pleased with 
the experiment. 

Tho oxperionco of most cities has been 
that in the flush of n desire to take on 
metropolitan airs beforo their time, or to 
"boom," they granted franchises to com­
panies to construct water nnd light plants 
on terms very liberal to the griintocs nnd 
which they, the grantees, had a right to 
demand as in many cases the success of 
their venture of capital in constructing 
such works depended largely on tho 
growth of I he town or city 

In most if not in all cases, however, tho 
companies secured themselves against loss 
by taking from the municipality a contract 
to|supply it with water for fire protection 
at a sulliciont sum to pay operating expen­
ses anil interest on a large bonded debt. 

Tho making of these contracts on the 
people is like voting bonds to get a rnil-
road into town. They do not realize how 
big it is until the day of payment, comes. 
Then they kick anil as a result the com­
pany having the franchise comes in for all 
kiwis of abuso, some of which is merited 
and some is not. 

He that as it may, towns and cities 
generally, as above stated are "looking 
about them" to benefit themselves, to 
secure gioater benefits at a lower rato of 
taxation. 

Municipal officers owe it to their consti­
tuents to not only secure for the city's 
uso water and lights on tho best possible 
terms, but to throw about the contracts 
such safeguards as will insure to the indi­
vidual citizen rates as low as those iu any 
other town or city. 

A privnto company with a well con­
structed and modern plant furnishes Lake 
Chat los with water and lights under a 
contract and franchise awarded by a 
council representing the City of Lake 
Charles whan it was supposed to contain 
all the territory which was decideil by the 
supremo court to have boon illegally an­
nexed. 

Froin this docision inanjr claim that no 
contract exists between the Town of Lake 
Charles and tho company furnishing tho 
water and lights. Any way, a largo 
amount of the property is outside of the 
present limits of tho Town of Lake 
Charles according to tho charter of 1807 
as it was not informed as to what were the 
limits. 

Whether the town is paying its bills to 
the company furnishing it with water or 
not tho private consumers are paying at 
the rates established by the ordinance 
granting the franchise and tho figures 
given herein are taken from that ordi­
nance. 

To induce tho company to coustruct 
watof works tho city agreed "to rent for 
and during the period of twenty ffvo years 
• * * * from said grantees * • * 
for tho uses and purposes hereinafter 
stated, forty fire hydrants * * * * 
at an annual rental price of twenty-six 
hundred dollars (#2000) payable quarter­
ly." The city was by the oontract, al-
lowod to havo additional firo hydrants at 
the rate of $00 each |>or annum. 

This much for what the city agreed to 
pay tho company direct. As a part of the 
contract tho city fathers reserved the right 
to limit the price at which the company 
would furnish wator to the citzons and 
from tho following schedule it will be seen 
that tho limit is a good big ono as com­
pared with some other cities. Tho sched­
ule is given in full and tho prices are for

The ordinance also provided that a 

ial tax of I I 2 mills on the assessed 
value of pioperty in the City <>r Lake 
('hurles should bo levied for ten years in 
aid of the contract. Tho ordinance was 
then accepted and passed November 0, 
I H!l I. 

The plant, according to tho ordinance 
consists of two duplicate compound pump 
ing engines to havo an aggregate capacity 
if 1,800,000 gallons of water in 24 hours, 

capable of being Increased to 2,000,000 
gail uis, two boilers of 1 15 horse power, a 
stand pipe 10 feet in diameter and I In feet 
high, 0000 feet of 10 inch main, 11,000feet 
of X-inoh main and 11,000 foot of li inch 
main. 

January 20, IKU 1 the council entered 
into a contract with a firm to supply tho 

it y with electric lights This iirtn has 
since been merged Into the water sup 
ply Company, so that tho water and 
lights of the city are supplied by one and 
tho same company. 

The contract as originally made provi 
tod that the city would rent from the 

grantees named in tho franchise not less 
than five arc lights at »till per annum or 
their equal of candle power in incniidos 
cent lights at $24 per annum each. II was 
provided further tlial the grantees would 
furnish ndditionnl lights at, for tho first 
twenty lights. #00 ; i'or the next twenty, 
#55 , and for tho next twenty, $50 each. 

Cnder this contract ndditionnl lights 
have boon added until the contract calls 
for $2100 per annum for lights. 

The water mains hare boon extended 
and additional firo hydrants have boon 
rented until tho totnl amount to lie paid 
by the city for wnlor amounts to #11110 per 
milium, or a grand total per ami um for 
lights and water nmounting to $0710. 

Such fabulous figures ns these have in 
moro than one city called tho attention of 
tho people to the fact that water and lights 
aro nn expensive luxury and usually tond 
to absorb the revenues of a municipality 
to the detriment of all other public im 
provements, and havo caused much inquiry 
to bo made regarding the municipal own­
ership of such plants. 

Many cities are acquiring their own 
plants and tho experience of every ono of 
them has been that towns and citios can 
save money for tho taxpayers bysoowning 
them. It not only furnishes water for fire 
purposes nt a much lower rate, but to the 
individual consumer t he price is reduced. 

For the purpose of learning what is 
possible for a city to do in tho way of 
erecting and owning its own water and 
light plant, careful inquiry was made at 
tho town of Alexandria, La, a place having 
a population of about 5.O00 people and 
what I he cost of tho plant has boon was 
obtained as well as a full list of tho rates 
which tho people pay for their water nnd 
lights and the showing is a remarkably 
good ono. 

The town erected the plant in 1895 nt n 
cost of $50,000 and provided for tho pay­
ment therefor by a tax levy and tho appro­
priation of tho saloon licenses. 

This is now all paid with tho exception 
of $18,000, divided into throe annual pay­
ments of #0.000 each. 

Tho cost of the plant having boon pro 
vided for, the next thing was to mnko it 
self supporting, and a list of rntos was 
established on which it was figured that 
a sufficient income would be produced to 
meet the operating expenses. 

They have not only done this but they 
have paid all additions, extensions and 
improvements, including one largo pump 
nnd nn extrn dynamo, nnd it is now found 
tlint the rates to the consumer can be still 
materially leduoed. 

Tho plant coasists of everything in tho 
way of tho latest improved maehinery. 
There aro two pumps of 1,000,000 gallons 
eapneity enoh, with tho necessary boilers, 
engines and dynamos to supply nil the 
lights and water needed for a much larger 
town. 

They havo a stand pipe 10 feet in diame­
ter and 145 feet high and six and ono 
half miles of mains from ten down to four 
inches in diamotci. 

There are 05 fire hydrants and there is a 
pressure of 00 pounds from the stand pipe. 
They have a eoinpleto electric fire alarm 
system. 

Thero are in use in tho city nt present 
2100 inonndcscent lights by tho pntrons of 
tho company and five arc lights. 

In the stroets there are eight arc lights 
and 120 thirty-two candle jiower incan­
descent lights

Thoio are two or th roe  other men really 
employed by tho department but Ihoycnn 
not be classed as a part of tho working 
force necessary to run tho plant as they 
are engaged in doing plumbing and light 
ing work from tho plumbing and electrical 
supply store niainiained by the city, the 
profits from the employes work paying 
iheir salaries. 

The plant is in perfect condition The 
ity has boon fortunate in securing for 

superintendent Mr. Thompson, who is a 
thoroughly practical man, well up on every 
thing pertaining to light plants and watei 
works. 

The people of tho city are proud of their 
plant and tho economical way in which it 
is managed. 

Their lights are superior and they tin 
doiibtodly have the best, water in the ntnto. 
The entire supply is now pumped from an 
artesian well something ovor700 foot deep. 
It Is absolutely pure. They have two other 
wells from which to pump in case of einer 
goticy but this one is meeting the present 

emand and supplying a largo ice factory, 
tho contract with this concern being that 
they are only to have the surplus supply. 

Of course there aro "kickers" there. 
Where aro thero not f <>rio man had a 
number of lights on tho flat rato and thought 
ho was paying too much and ho put iu a 
motor and found it cost him moro. < >f 
course lie thought there was something 
wrong. 

Tho City Council of Lako (,'harlos, on 

the 1st., took tho first stop looking toward 

making a bond issue for tho purpose of 

purchasing tho wator and light plant from 
tho present owners, and operating it for 

tho benefit of the city.

Oontlemon—I herewith hand you my 

yearly report of the general condition of 
school affairs in Iberia parish and such 
recommendations as may prove, in your 
judgement, beneficial to future school 
progress. 

The past scholastic year has been, 
everything considered, a very satisfactory 
year, and during that time many needed 
improvements have taken place. Tho 
number of schools havo boon increased ; 
their locations havo been made more 
central to the attending children; ample 
funds have been at tho disposal of tho 
parish school board ; tho construction of 
elegant modern buildings have tnkon 
place ; our corps of teachers will rank 
with any in the different parishes ; our 
monthly institutes have been practical 
and amazingly beneficial to all in attend-
anoo. But our enrollment and avorage 
attondanco havo been poor, too poor in­
deed for that parish which is so fortunato 
as to have tho necessary funds to employ 
the most talented and high prieo teachers, 
and ample funds to run a nino months 
school torm, and funds with which to 
build nnd equip unspnringly tho hand 
somost modern school structures. 

Neither with flourish of trumpets nor in 
n wny to brnggadocio do I speak of tho 
present status of school affairs in our par 
ish, but in saying what I do to-day, I say 
it with tho utmost conviction, that only 
now are we on a well groundod foundation 
for the right kind of future educational 
accomplishment, only recently having 
surmounted many obstacles that proved 
such barriers in tho past. 

This condition of happy affairs has boon 
roached after a series of untold labors -
by pupils, by toachers, by patrons, by 
school board, parochial and municipal offi­
cials. 

Ample funds, for thr inrollmnit ami tlir 
attendance, havo been nt the dis|iosnl of 
tho school board. 

Iberia parish to day can justly claim to 
possess a corps of teachers equal to and 
unsurpassed by no parish in the state. 

Oui school property—ambraoing sites, 
buildings, wood and masonry, desks, fur­
niture and fixturos, class parnphonnKa, all 
of which is in fair repair, aggregate in 
value the handsome amount of about #37,-
000. 

On this valuation and to any tcachcr or 
employe of the school board, there is not 
one cent of outstanding obligation. Every 
bill has been paid dollar for dollar. 

With this satisfactory status, necessary 
school oquipment, capable teaching force, 
ample funds in sight with which to defray 
and maintain this expense, augmented 
enrollment and large daily attendance of 
pupils ought to bo the shibboleth beside 
the fireside of every household in our par 
ish. 

To day wo are conducting 41 public 
schools. Of this number 32 are white and 
9 are colored. We have a total enroll 
ment for the year of 2605, with a smnll 
average attondanco of 1923. We employ 
a teaching force of 45 toachers, 35 of 
whom are white. 12 nre normal school 
graduates ; 7 are holders of 1 st gl ade cor 
ti fient es ; 7 are holders of 2d grade coitifi 
cates ; 7 aro holders of 3d grade cortifi 
cates ; 12 are holders of no certificates at

Ifepnir alone the past year lins ag^re^atml 
about (III In futur", more cooperation 
should bo extended to tho local teacher, 
and t lie patrons themselves should limite 
little repairs thus relieving the school 
board of thin uimocessai y expense. 

I'very effort has been made to furnish 
each school house with comfortable desks 
and the different teachers with the required 
paraphenalia for without educational 
munition thorn can bo nogronl proficiency. 
We have expended tile past year for this 
su I ut nry purpose t lie mii m of $100.s 00 and it 
was money well spent 

To write a dotailed report of each sopa 
rale school would prove fatiguing to you 
and would be without future benefit, 
hence I shall speak of those schools which 
are of tho two extremes the most pros 
porous and the most backward 

The Now Iberia city schools, it is unnec 
ocssary to say. continue to be in a satis 
factory condition, and their work is broad 
oiling and the attendance Is largely 
increasing. The grades aro daily supei vised 
by Mr. Knotty, Principal "f tho High 
School, and a better system of orgaiii/.n 
tiou ami a higher ourrioiiliiin is carried 
out. 

The country schools most deserving 
compliment nry mention nre tho Mornnrd, 
Ijoreauvillo, Iterouon, Stewart, Itslle 
1'lnce nnd Wycho schools. At oaoh school 
there is a genuine, alive, and business 
like school appearance. The enrollments 
are fnir, the avorngo attendance is pro 
portionntoly larger, discipline, order, 
organization anil progrew are good. Hut 
in this connect inn I wuuld leoonimimd au 
addition to the Loreativillo building 
which is now inadoi|natc nnd tho moving 
back of tho building itself to the contre of 
tho lot. Tho crowded rooms nnd nn 
increasing attondanco warrants this im 
provomont. I would also recomniond 
nn increase of salary for tho teacher nt the 
the Stewart nnd the Wycho schools. 

On the other hand, tho schools showing 
the lenst sign of progress are the l'etit 
Anso, the Coteau and tho Patoutvillo 
schools. The enrollment is too small for 
the number of educatlilo youths in these 
different neighborhoods. the average 
nltendance pooroi still and there is not 
that snap and activity that should charac­
terize every school premises. However, 
tho I'ntoutville school is gradually doing 
some better work now. 

A word of ndmiration will nnt be amiss to 
bo said of the (Iranil Marais colored 
school, taught by Mrs. J. It. <>livior. Its 
work is flourishing nnd tho building is 
ctowded almost beyond comfortable sent 
Ing enpnoity. This work is worthy of our 
highest co-opeintion which I havo ever 
freely givon. 

The removnl of tho Dubnin from the 
Stnnsbury neighborhood, of tho Hamilton 
Derotion from tho Do Blano neigborhood, 
havo proven very sntisfactory nnd under 
those now nrrnngomonts, each school is 
doing very much better school service 
with a larger nnd more regular attendance. 

A few words about our parish institutes. 
I hnve nimed to get the very hnppiest nnd 
most beneficlnl results, nnd in attempting 
to do so, have concluded that the instituto, 
every other month, of two days session, 
Friday nnd Snturdny, gives this result. 
This plan brings out a larger attendance, 
anil two days session affords tho conduc­
tor a better chance to carry out the pro­
gram of exorcises without haste and 
excitement to- the toachers. There is 
hnrdly nnother pnrish in tho state botter 
googrnphicnlly situnted and the different 
wnrds better nrrnnged than in Iberia 
parish, so as to afford such excellent 
opportunities, at so small u cost to the 
teachers themselves, for regular and sys 
tematlc institute work which has accom­
plished so much for our public schools and 
tho children in attendance. In but one 
instance is a school situated from Now 
Iberia at a greater distance than 12 miles. 
Witnesses, jurors nnd attendants at all 
Court sessions come to town in tho morn­
ing and return to their respective homes 
every night. 

I'oor roads and bad drainage are our 
greatest contention iu this parish and are 
problems that must bo solved in a finan­
cial way by our intellectual and wida-
nwuke population. Tho necessity for 
these improvements aro indeed sufficient 
ly urgent to warinnt soch au issue in our 
public nffairs, and the filling of important 
and prominent positions. 

Tho past year has been an unprecedent­
ed year in so far as bnd roads nnd iniser 
able weather aro concerned. Inadequate 
drainage is the cause and a large expen 
dituro of money is the only thing thnt 
will afford any relief nt all. 

During the past summer we conducted 
in our city a four weuks Summer Normal 
Peabody school, with an nbla faculty of 
six white teachers and one colored tench 
er, having an enrollment of 113 white 
teachers nnd 'llf colorcd teachers. The 
ndvantnges nnd benefits to our local 
parish teachers were manifold, und the 
money spent, which was $'135, to carry 
on this institute was that amount well 
spent. 

Tho change in the school term for many 
of tho country schools, from fhe winter to 
the summer term, when the children nre 
less needed nt home to assist in gathering 
the crops and rendering vnrious assistnneo 
on the fnrros, and can bettor attend school 
iu tho summer, will have much to do 
towards increasing our daily attendance 
in the future. Then again, the roads and 
weather during the summer nre always as 
a rule better and at this time, the children 
require less clothing to attend school, and 
in this way, if the children are attending 
school nnd nre kept out of the noonday 
sun and only drink good cistern water ns 
is furnished nt each school there is nntu-
rnlly I« ss sickness. During the winter 
nnd fnl 1 months, with n scarcity of good 
clothing material and the children sub-

jocted to all kinds of went lier nnd pa,Idling 
in mud ami water, thorn is nocessnrily 
more sickness and less atteudance. 

I would recommend that examinations 
be again hc!,l iu this parish to enable 
those toachers wlio have certificates to 
procure higher ones ami for those without 
certilicates fo procure same. This Is n 
stimulus to the work and a necessity for 
tho proper furtherance of all school work 

line's only complaint now to b" entered 
against I ho sehool condition of tho parish, 
exclusive of course, of many minor details 
which are gradually adjusting themselves, 
is our inexcusable low enrollment nud our 
disparagingly low daily attendance. This 
is accounted for in tho following ways . 

I Indifférence generally to education 
on the part of a large citizenship and a 
total inapprociatinu of the magnificent 
advantages that are today offered the 
children of Iberia parish 

2. Deficient drainage and miserable 
highways tho major pnrt of the year. 

M Unprecedented amount of rain the 
past year nud generally unseasonable 
weather. 

I 111 a few sections or neighborhoods of 
our parish some parents koep their children 
out of Hie public schools we learn, because 
French is not taught in the public schools. 
All exercises aro conducted in tho Knglisli 
language and as a consequence all I he 
children iu the public schools of Iberia 
parish are rapidly acquiring the Knglisli 
as well ns the French language, which 
latter language is tho mother tongun at 
their parent's fireside. |!y this method 
both languages are equally familiar to tho 
growing generation. 

5. Many children, inconceivable as it 
may bo to many, actunlly do not nttend 
school for want of raiment. 

Kvory scheme, energy and device hns 
boon exerted to augment our sehool enroll 
mont and supplement the daily attendance. 
With this constant hard work both aro 
gradunily improving, but not at a justifiable 
itfr. Whltu *»»• thin «tthjwvft, wo«! 

as I am, I have been tempted to roeom 
mend to you, to offer a nice nnd suitable 
premium, say make it a cash consideration 
itself, to tho family with children in at 
tendance nt the different schools flint iu 
fluoiices the greatost number of ohildren 
to attend school who aro not already on 
rolled mako this oonditionnl upon tho fnet 
of n certain required poreontnge ntton 
dance for given time beforo said premium 
is paid. 

This will prove our best substitute for 
compulsory education which seems so dis 
tnut in our stnto.
