iTNE PROPOSED RICE BELT RAILROAD

{3 B. Watking, the banker of
Lawrence, Knan., who has
identified with the development of
sonthwest Lounisiana from the begin-
ning, stopped at the St. Charles
Hotel Iast night on his way to Lake
H‘hurh-x, where to-day, in front of
the parish conrthouse, his railroad,
the Kansas City, Watkins and Gulf
Railroad, will be sold at a receiver's
sale.

Mr. Watkins, or rather parties
representing him, will buy in the
rond. Henry B. Kane, the receiver,
has been operating the property
very successfully for the past two
years, and it will now pass out of
the hands of the receiver. Mr.
Watkins will be the new president.

The road is 100 miles in length
and extends from Alexandria to
Lake Charles.

This railrond sale is only one of
several business matters that takes
Mr. Watkins to Caleasien parish,
He will meet the promoters of the
new rice roud, known as the Lake
Charles and Rice Belt Railroad, the
one projected from Lake Charles to
Abbeville, touching Lacassine, Lake
Arthur, Lake Side and Gueydan,
and talk over the proposition.

It is said Mr. Watkins expeets to
take hold of this enterprise, and
the people of that section are await-
ing his visit and inspection with
the greatest of interest. The line
would open up a country virgin in
resources, and would eventually get
ah anchorage in New Orleans.

Mr. Byrum is under
the impression that there is oil un-

fresh water suitable for use in the
reclamation and freshening of the
mnrsh land for enltivation.
