The insnfficient provision for pub-
lic education in the primary branch-

es is not alope felt in Louisiana, |

fact which has been most graphi-
cally shown in a statement by the
Lounisiana State Treasnrer; nor is
this deficiency confined to cities ad-
jacent to New Orleans. It is expe-
rienced in other States and other
cities as well.

From a message by Mayor Low
to the Board of Aldermen of New
York city, it is learned that the me-
tropolis will spend this year $19,-
963,017 on its publie schools, in ad-
dition to nearly a half million dol-
Jars for the maintenance of its Nor-
wal College and the College of the
City of:New York, and yet Mayor
Low says that $10,000,000 are ur-
gently needed to-day for the new
school sites and school buildings,
and he believes that this should be
the first elaim the resources
of the eity

The couditions in New York are
only mentioned for the purpose of
showingjthat we in Lounisiana and
New Orleaus are not alone deficient
in school accommodations; never-
theless, we ought to do all in onr
power to remedy our deficiencies in
educational provisions, by striving,
above all other cousiderations, for
the instruction of the rising and
fature generations in the primary
elements of an education. If the
State will teach all its people to
read and write and cipher, so that
they will not only be able to carry
on their business to advantage, but
will be able to vote intelligently, it
will be doing a better and greater
work for them and for the State
than if it were to give every soul of
them a college education. The il-
literacy among the white and black
population of the State is the great-
est blot upon it. Let there bea
grand effort to redeem Louisiana
from such disgrace, if it cost even
the limitation of the public high
schools and colleges to their pres-
ent status.—Picayune.
