BIDS TO BE ADVERTISED FOR WITHIN
NEXT FEW DAYS,

Washington, April 10.—Senator
Foster, accompanied by Represen-
tatives Broussard, called upon the
Secretary of the Treasury to-day
with a view of having the New
Iberia National Bank made a gov-
ernment depository. They were
very kindly received and have every
reason to believe their mission will
prove successful.

Iu the event that this proves to
be the case, there are between $42,-
000 aud $50,000 now in the Treas-
ury here which will be transferred
to the New lberia institution. This
is the money that was appropriated
for the New Iberia Federal Bnild-
ing some time ago. Tne original
amount was $50,000. Of this sum
about $8000 has already been ex-
pended in acquiring a site, adver-
tising for bids, drawing up specifi-
cations aud other expenses inciden-
tal to snch undertakings.

Bids were opened for the build-
ing a short while ago, and the low-
est figure received was several
thousand dollars in excess of the
amount that still remains to the
credit of the building, abount $42,-
000. It, therefore, became neces+
sary to draw up new specifications.
The supervising architect has as
yet only finished the front eleva-
tion of the new plan, but those who
have seen it like it even better than
the former design. The advertise-
ments will again be let in a few
days, and it is expected that bids
falling within the amount on hand
will be received and opened within
the next thirty days. There is
every indicatian that the work will
be started within the next three
months, and the latest move of the
Louisiana representatives is to have
the money for the payment trans-
ferred to the New Iberia bank.

COSTLY LIVING.

There are many Americans whose
eyes are turned longingly toward
the Philippines. No donbt those
islands afford larger opportunities
for men with some capital to in-
vest. However, it is well to count
the cost of living before arranging
for the journey. The universal
opinion is that in Manila it costs
more to live than in any other city
of the world. The natives live
comfortably on rice, bananas and
other indigenous vegetable pro-
ducts; but he who desires meat
and other accustomed viands on
his table stands aghast at their
prices. Sirloin steak sells at 55
cents per pound; mutton at 40
cents; fresh pork at 55 cents; and
lamb at the same fignre. Ham is
65 cents a pound, cheese 50 cents,
tarkey 65 cents, lobsters $2 each,
butter $1 a pound, rabbits 60 cents
each and condensed milk 75 cents
a pint. House rents are exorbit-
antly high, and it costs three or
four time as much to live in Ma-
nila in the ordinary American
style as it does in any city of the
United States.
