TRUCK GARDENING.

We have often reverted to the
subject of raising vegetables for
market at this point, elaimiog that
our soil and climate has no super-
ior for the successful and econom-
ical production of every known
vegetable. Scarcely a day in the
year can be found in which some-
thing cannot be drawn from the
garden. All that is necessary is
careful and intelligent plaoning
for n succession of crops. We have
recently been confirmed in our be-
lief by a visit to one of our gardens
within the corporate limits of this
town. A plot of land 250 by 150
feet having been laid out syste-
matically, in twenty-five beds, 150
feet long, all properly drained and
well fertilized with stable manure,
deeply plowed and cultivated until
each bed is highly pulverized and in

fine condition and kept so.
We noticed in the garden
growing in great luxuriance,
flne beds of lettunce, sweet

and tender, of from 12 to 18 inches
diameter, beets, cabbage, cauli-
flowers, leeks, onions, Lima beaus,
bunch beans, tomatoes, egg plants,
and peas of every variety, in every
stage of growth, from the mature
potfsto those just peeping out of
the ground, Irish potatoes, kohl
rabi, celery, melons of the cele-
brated Rocky Ford variety, also
watermelons of all the favorite
kinds. The system followed by
this gardener, allows no waste of
time, for the ground is always
employed, three and even four
crops are taken from the same plot
of gronnd. There were also fig
trees, peaches, rs, chestnuts and
mulberries in this garden, besides
a fine variety of strawberries, all
growing in the most loxuriant
manver, and in abundance suffl-
cient for several families. All this
is accomplished by one of our busi-
ness men, who devotes two hours
daily to the work of this garden.
It such splendid results can be ob-
tained in such a manner, what can
be accomplished where a person
makes it his business and study,
using modern methods and fertiliz.
ers, and on such a scale of magoi-
tude as to justify the erection of &
factory for the purpose of canniog
aund preserving the product of the
garden. This is a great subject
and ecannot be properly treated
within the pnrvrev ot a single
article.
