GRAPHIC ‘NARRATIVE™ OF THE MAR-
TINIQUE CALAMITY.

New York, May 13.—James Tay-
lor, who was one of the officers of
the Roraima, the Quebec line
steamship which was destroyed in
the harbor of St. Pierre, gives a
graphic story of the tragedy of last
Thursday, says a dispatch to the
Herald from St. Kitts, Island of
St Christopher, B. W, 1.

““We experienced the greatest
difficulty in getting into port,"”
said he. ‘‘Appalling sounds were
issuing from the mountaids behind
the town, which was shrouded in
darkness.

“All the passengers were up and
some were trying to obtain photo-
graphes.

“Suddenly I heard a tremend-
ous explosion. Ashes began to
fall thicker upon the deck, and I
could see a black cloud sweeping
down upou us.

“] dived below aund, draggiog
with me Samuel Thomas, s gang-
way man and fellow-countryman,
sprang ioto a room, shutting the
door to keep out the heat that was
already unbearable.

“The ship rocked, and I ex-
pected every moment that it would
sink. Outside 1 heard a voice

leading for the door to be opened.

t was Scott, the first officer, and 1
opened the door and dragged him
into the room.

*‘It soon became unbearably hot,
and 1 went on deck. All about
were lying the dead and the dying.
Little children were moaning for
water. I did what I could for
them.

“1 obtained water, but when it

good [ was held to their swollen lips they

were unable to swallow, because of
the ashes which clogged their
throats.

“One little chap took water in
this method and rinsed out the
ashes, but even then could oot
swallow, so badly was his throat
burned. He sank back unconsci-
ous and a few minutes later was
dead. ’

“All aft the ship was fire, and
from the land came dranghts of
terrible heat. At last, when I
could stand it no longer, I sprang
over-board. The water was hot
enough to parboil me, but a wave
soon swept from the ocean, bring-

ing with it cool water.

sonse of said committes to appose
any plan proposed to change the
present judiciary system

After a lengthy discussion of the
present judiciary system the fol-
lowing resolutions  were unanis
mously adopted :

Be it resolved, that the members
of the bar of Iberin parish dissent
from the opinion and conclusions
advocated by the cxecative com

mittee of the Lomisinna Bar Asso-
oiation, as expressed in the min-
utes of the adjourned meoting
above montioned, aund that they
strongly urge tho absolutenecessity
of a change in the present judiciary
system, in 8o far as it affects the
present organization of the Cirenit
Courts in the country parishes

On motion of Hon. Walter J.
Burke, a committee composed of
three members of this bar com-
osed of Messrs. L. T. Dulaney,
T. Weeks and L. O. Hacker
was appointed to draft resolations
expressing the views of this bar
concerning the said proposed
amendments.

After a brief intermission, the
above appointed committee re-
ported the following resolutions,
which were unanimously adopted :
Be it resolved that the members
of the bar of Iberia parish coneur in
the Pugh proposed amendments,
in so far as it affcets the country
parishes, subject to a reduction of
the salary of the Cireuit judges and
of the jurisdictional amount of the
Cireuit Courts.

Be it further resolved, that the
present system of Cirenit Courts in
the country parishes is wholly
deficient, cumbersome and inad-
equate to the needs of litigants and
the bar, hesides, retarding proceed-
ings in the district courts, and en-
tailing upon the distriet judges
great inconvenience and expense,
without benefits to the people or
the state.

And being further resolved that
the seoators and representatives of
our district and parish be requested
to advocate these views in the Gen-
eral Assembly, and that copies of
these proceedings ho forwarded to
His Excellency, Governor W. W.
Heard, and to our said senators and
representalives.

The meeting then adjonrned sine
die.
