Bayou Carlin Drainage District.

At the last meeting of the Police
Jary May 10th, a very important
piece of legislation was enacted by
the parish solons to-wit: The
ordinance creating the Bayou Car-
lin Drainage District. This ordi-
nanee provides for a board of direc-
tors to administer the affairs of
the district, as also to define its
boundaries within which are con-
tained many thounsands of acres of
the finest land in the world, but
made partly valueless by insuffi-
cient drainage. This great deficiency
will now be supplied. The ques-
tion that has long been a bone of
contention and kept from solution
by interested parties will now be
settled for all time. The board
consists of Messrs. H. Romero,
John Cartis and A. C. Duboin,
who have ample power in all mat-
ters pertaining to the iuterests of
the district. They will effect an
organization on May 24th, when
the commission appointed by the
Governor will also meet with them
to perfect plans for the future.
No portion of New Iberia is includ-
ed in this district, but nevertheless
the town will be benefitted greatly.

the property of the city. Not a
sonl was left to tell the horrible
story. The dispatches state that
30,000 souls perished in St. Pierve
alone, while the deaths from other
places swell the number to fifty
thousand persous.

Details from the spot, now visit-
ed by numerous relief committees,
confirm the sickening particulars
show the the populace were
roasted or boiled alive in the fiery
sea of lava. Premonitions of the
frightful disaster were given on
the Tuesday and Wednesday before
the eruption by loud detonations,
