Trustees of the town of Now Iberia that the lim­
its of the town of New Iberia be extended BO as 
to include within its limits the follov'riK de­
scribed territory, to-wit: First, a traei of land 
just below the corporate limits of the town of 
New Iberia lying between the bnvou T'-che and 
the right of way of the Morgan's* Louisiana and 
Texas liailroatf Company and which land i* 
bounded above on the North side by the present 
lower limits of the town of New Iberia, on the 
South side by property of Joseph Jeflferson, on 
the Kast side by Bayou Teche, and on the West 
side by the right of way of the Morgan's houisi 
ana ami Texan Railroad Company.
