But Archbishop Ireland deserves
commendation for the position he
takes with regard to mixing up
religion and polities. His positon
is that of the constitution of the
United States, which separates
church and state. Says the arch-
bishop :

Nothing is to be more dreaded in
America than hatred and warring
among eitizens in the name of re-
ligion, and it behooves all classes
of the population to do their ut-
most to nurture and maintain peace
and harmony.

Agitation among Catholies as
(atholies in America concerning
politieal questions, even though
they touch the interests of the
chureh, is to be deprecated. Arch-
bishop Ireland points ont that
Catholie interests have not been
jeopardized, but have been care-
fully protected by the government.
Even if this were not so, opposi-
tion to the government must be
made by Catholies as eitizens, not
as religionists. While the arch-
bishop points out that Catholic in-
terests have been respected by the
government and that they have no
reason for agitation, even 1f that
were the proper remedy, he leaves
them free to oppose the adminis-
tration for political reasons, and
democratie Catholies, just as demo-
erats of other religions, see such
