OF THE 

New Iberia Base Bal! Park Association, 
Limited. 

United States of America, State of Louisi­
ana, Parish of Ibciia. 

Be it  known that on this 23d day of the 
month of June in the year of our Lord, 
nineteen hundred aud two, before me, 
F. W. Bauman, a Notary Public, iu and 
for the Parish of Iberia, State of Louisi­
ana, duly commissioned and qualified, and 
iu the presence of the witnesses herein­
after named aud undersigned, personally 
came and appeared the several persons 
whose names are hereunto subscribed, 
who declared that availing themselves of 
the provisions of the Laws of this state 
relative to the organization of corporotions 
they have agreed and bind and obligate 
themseBes as well as such persons as may 
become associated with them and their 
successors, do form and constitute a Cor­
poration and body politic in law for the 
objects and purposes and under the con­
ditions and stipulations as contained and 
set forth in the following articles, to-wit: 

AHTICI.F. I .  
The name and title of this corporation 

shall be New Iberia Base Ball Park Asso­
ciation, Ltd. It  shall exist foi the full 
term and period of 99 years from the date 
hereof. 

ARTICLE II.  
The domicile of this coi 'poration shall 

be in the City of New Iberia, Louisiana, 
and sll  citations and other legal process 
shall be served upon the President of said 
corporation or in case of his absence or 
inability to act,  UJKII I  the Vice-President. 

ARTICLE III.  
Tiie objects and purposes for which said 

association is otganized and the nature of 
business to be earried on by it ,  are hereby 
declared to be the establishment and 
maintenance of ground« for public affairs 
and for the promotion and encouragement 
of baseball playing and such other pur­
pose» and objects in connection therewith 
and consistent thereto, as may be desig­
nated by the Board of Directors.
