Despite the widely extended 
storm, demand keeps well up to 
former ratio. Prices are well-sus-
tsined by current enquiry, and 
taut conditions at primary points. 
Buyers have been hitherto, some­
what reluctant to respond to the 
full price* as compared with last 
year. However, as the season of 
iargest offerings is passing without 
any recession in prices, but ou the 
contrary, only developing harden­
ing features, more attention is 
being given to attractive styles at 
current rates, which are still way 
below importing point on equal 
grades. 

Advices from the South are of 
former tenor. On the Atlantic 
Coast, the steady absorption of 
offerings lias relieved the market 
from customary depression at 
tins »easoii. At New Orleans, a 
good demand prevail#, with higher 
prices paid for sightly parcels. In 
the interior and Texas, reports are 
similar to those recently made. 
Some of the "Doubting Thomas" 
tribe (as to extent of damage to 
crop) have made personal examin­
ation of conditions, aud are forced 
to revise previous convictions and 
are now the most active in pro­
claiming I lie shortness of tho sup­
ply. Conservative estimates how­
ever are agreed as to a greatly 
diminished product, especially of 
the higher styles, and also sightly 
parcels of medium grades.
