arr ived.  With a  heady and im-!  
petuous  Pres ident  going out  of  h is  
way'to  s t ir  i i |>  the  dying embers  of  
race  anlasotnsni  and sect ional  ran 
«or , ,  nnd with  ineendiaris ts  l ike  
Hays ,  the  negro lawyer ,  de l iver ing 
iufbimtnatory creeds  l ike  t  he  speech 
before  the  Afro American League 
at  Washington a  day or  two s ince ,  
the  pos i t ion of  the  negro never  
appeared in  a  worse  way than at  
present  

That  the  Pres ident 's  usurpat ion 
of  law in  the  Indtanola  ease ,  aud 
his  def iance  of  local  sMnti inent  by  
such appointments  as  that  of  Crum 
at  Charleston,  have  produced a  
speedy <"ffect  upon the  negroes  of  
the  Sol l t  h  in  theawakenng of  their  
Worst  pass ions  and most  cr iminal  
inst incts  i s  at tested by two atroc­
ious  inc idents  occurring in  th is  
State  during the  present  week.  On 
Monday Sheri f f '  ( juryof  St .  Charles!  
Parish ,  was  ruthless ly  murdered 
by a  negro f iend who had del iber-  i 
a te ly  prepared for  such a  deed and 
openly  boasted i f  h is  purpose  to  
"ki l l  a  white  man;" and on I l i t*  ! 
same day at  Piaquetuinc  an inof­
fens ive  white  man out  walking 
with  his  wife  aud chi ld ,  was;  
murderously  at tacked by a  mob of  
negroes  and severely  beaten beforej  
he  could be  rescued.  S imi lar  in  ! 
s taoces  have  been manifested j 
throughout  the  South s ince  the  j 
Indianola  inc ident ,  showing that  j 
tbe  negroes  interpret  the  Pres i -1  
deut 's  act  as  iut imat ing that  they j 
are  downtrodden and deprived of  
their  r ights ,  and that  he  proposes  j 
to  take  their  part  and help  them ;  

humil iate  aud punish the  white  j 
people  of  the  South 

Natural ly  such murderous  ont-  j 
breaks  as  those  above refetred to  
meet  with  a  swif t  and bloody re­
sponse  on the  part  of  the  white!  
men,  and race  wars  of  the  most  
desperate  character  t ire  inevi table  ! 
throughout  the  South unless  the  ' 
insane fo l ly  of  such misguided 
fr iends  of  the  negro as  Haves  and i 
Theodore  Roosevel t  i s  s taved And 
iu  other  materia l  ways  the  negro i 
w i l l  suffer  i f  th is  course  shal l  he  
adhered to  aud the  negro i s  led  I»  
look e lsewheie  than to  the  author  j 
i ty  and laws of  fh»•  S late  of  wl i ieh  
he  may be  a  c i t izen I 'm protect ion 
and help  Kverv Smiih  - in  Si i . t t  ,  
i s  providing i l s  l iberal ly  1 -  p  o  s  -111 ! .  -  j  
f or  the  educat ion and training o i  j 
the  nogro without  regard to  t ie -1  
amount  of  t iVSes  l ie  may pay into  I 
the  State  treasury.  There  l ia  • 
a lways  been a  dis t inct  sent iment ,  i 
a l though that  sent iment  has  been j 
in  the  minori ty ,  opposed lonegio i  
educat ion,  more  of ten than  othei  j 
w ise ,  has  spoi led a  good farm hand 
to  make a  t in-horn gambler  or  a  
nimble  art is t  prone to  l ive  by lns |  
wits .  

Notwithstanding the  exis tence  <>l  
sueh a  sent iment  those  who have 
control led the  pol ic ies  and the  gov­
ernment  of  the  Southern States  
have  gone a long taxing themselves  
for  the  educat ion of  the  negro,  and 
in  very mauy count ies  aud parishes  
paying out  for  negro educat ion 
more thau the  totai  amount ,  paid  by 
negroes  into  the  treasury for  a l l  
purposes  whatsoever .  Does  that  
fact  indicate  that  the  white  tuen of  
the  South are  the  enemies  of  the  
negrof  Does  i t  point  to  the  m 
cess i ty  of  the  negro looking to  pre­
tended fr ieuds  at  the  North for  
protect ion and help  against  the  
white  men of  the  South? If  i t  be  
Mr.  Roosevel t ' s  purpose  to  array 
tbt  uegroes  agaiust  the  white  men 
of  the  South-^-and whether  he  so  
intends  i t  or  not ,  h is  act ions  are  
rapidly  resul t ing in  that—what  
obl igat ion wi l l  the  South be  under  
to  cont inue the  sacri f ices  i t  has  
made to  f i t  the  negro for  acceptable  
c i t izenship Î  Why should the  
South be  expected to  cont inue to  
educate  a  race  whose  hand i s  l i f ted 
agaiust  i t  in  deadly  host i l i ty!

There  i s  no  use  
to  mince  words  on this  subject .  I f  
the  negro des ires  to  become a  de­
terminat ive  factor  in  soc iety  or  iu  
government ,  i f  h is  ambit ion be  to  
move in  the  most  se lect  c irc les ,  
then he  must  seek a  country of  h is  
own in  which to  do i t .  For  the  
South to  spend mult ipl ied mi l l ions  
of  dol lars  in  the  work of  f i t t ing  
him to  occupy such a  s tat ion and 
then deny him the  priv i lege  of  
occupying i t ,  were  worse  than mid­
summer madness .  

l ie  can never  occupy such a  
pos i t ion iu  the  South,  hence  the  
fo l ly  of  direct ing his  educat ion 
a long these  l ines  must  beapparent .  
In  this  connect ion we are  pleased 
to  note  that  a  meet ing of  the  State  
Hoard of  Kdneat ion of  Louis iana 
wi l l  short ly  be  cal led to  consider  
this  phase  of  ihe  quest ion.  Edu­
cat ion in  mat inal  labor  and agricul ­
tural  and industr ia l  tra ining,  
suggest  I l i e  proper  sphere  of  uegro 
educat ion in  the  South.  I f  he  
des ires  to  remain among us  as  an 
agricul turis t  or  art isan in  the  
val ions  industr ia l  l ine* ,  there  i s  
I . ' inn for  him and he  « i l l  prosper ,  
i t  In-  i s  i  ml  n  s  i  r  'o  us  ami  la  wa biding.  
He wi l l  rece ive  every encourage­
ment  and ass is tance  and he  can 
perform a  valuable  work in  helping 
to  i i i i i ld  np ihe  Soi i l l i  aud to  estab­
l i sh  a  l io ine  for  himsel f  where  he  
can thrive  under  the  equal  protec­
t ion of  the  law.  

Hut  i f  he  aspires  to  soc ia l  
equal i ty ,or  to  high pol i t ica l  s tat ion 
it ,  i s  wel l  enough for  him to  under­
stand now and for  a l l  t ime that  he  
can never  at ta in  i t  in  the  South.  
I f  such be  his  ambit ion,  le t  h im 
seek i t  where  condit ions  are  such 
that  he  can bui ld  up a  country and 
establ ish  a  nat ion and a  govern­
ment  of  h is  own ;  and in  this  ef fort  
he  wi l l  have  no warmer fr iends  and 
wel l  wishers  thau the  white  men of  
the  South.  The true  nat ional  
spir i t  i s  such as  to  lead i t s  pos­
sessor  to  prefer  to  "rule  in  hel l  
than to  serve  iu  heaven,"  aud i f  
the  negro has  that  spir i t  he  wi l l  
have  no hes i tancy about  leaving 
the  South where  l ie  can never  hope 
to  rule ,  and establ ishing a  country 
in  which l ie  wi l l  have  ful l  scope 
for  a l l  h is  capaci ty  aud power of  
se l f -goverinei i t .  

We shal l  pe  pla in  about  i t  
We are  rapidly  neat  ing  the  part­

ing  of  Ihe  ways .  The negro mu«t  
understand that  on the  oue  hand 
there  are  iu  the  South peace ,  pros­
peri ty  and equal  protect ion of  the  
law tor  him so  long as  he  consents  
lo  remain in  a  subordinate  pos i t ion.  
On the  other  hand,  there  are  oppor­
tunit ies  e lsewhere  for  him to  
establ ish  a  govei iuent  in  which he  
sha l l  he supreme socia l ly ,  pol i t i ­
ca l ly  and radical ly .
