, An interesting._ question is involved 

in*the caw* of Miss Francis Petitt, of 

Saratoga, N.Y.,whoclaimsfoOOO dam­

ages in a breach of promise suit 

against James - P. Tittcmore, of the 

town of Galway, in thc^ame state In 

the'trial of the case. Miss Petit pro­

duced evidence showing that Titte-

moro I hadj kissed her one thousand 

two hundred and thirty six timesjiur-

iug courtship of several years. We 

are not infonned'as to thejnetliod by 

whicli'Miss Petit preserved so exact 

a'rccord'of the number of kisses. It 

is possible that she kept a day book 

and journal and posted her account 

every night. Or, she may have had 

an oscillometer. After a heated argu­

ment by opposing counsel the jury 

brought in a verdict in favor of the 

plaintiff,and judgment entered against 

Tittemore for ifiiOOO damages. The 

sheriff was about to levy on Titte-

more's farm, we are informed, when 

the district court, judge declared the 

farmer a bankrupt and stayed 1 lie pro­

ceedings.

|2.42. It is possible, however, that 

the jury reckoned the kisses at whole 

sale, which woulld make the price of 

a single kiss, or even a dozen, coiisid-

rably higher. This of course, is a 

matter for future judicial opinion; 

but we are safe in saying that legal 

precedent has now established the pe 

cuniary'value of kisses at about $2.50 

each in large lots—Atlanta Journal.

Among the wonderful and interest­
ing things to be seen and that have 
occured during the visit of the editor 
of the Advocate visit to Florida was 
the following, taken from the Tampa 
Tribune : 

"The St. Augustine Record of yes­
terday in speaking of the whales that 
were recently found on South Beach, 
near thar city, says: 

'•During the squall of yesterday af­

ternoon three whales, followed in by 

a school of voracious sharks, came a 

shore, and were stranded oil South 

Beach, about a half mile south of the 

pavilion. Early in the afternoon the 

cotagers of the beach noticed a large 

school of whales a short distance from 

shore. Mr. Atwater, one of the cot­

tagers, brought his glass into play, 

and while watching them noticed that 

they were in a great commotion, and 

were surrounded by an immense school 

of sharks. Just then the fierce squall 

of rain and wind obscured them from 

sight and when it cleared off three of 

the monsters were seen hard and fast 

on shore while just outside the sharks 

swarmed in great numbers. As soon 

as it was discovered that they were 

ashore every one on the beach made 

break for the scene. "Ropes and pnl 

les were procured, and, after chopping 

the great creatures with an ax to qniet 

their struggles, they were made fast 

with ropes and moored to a piece of 

timber, which was planted in sand for 
that purpose. 

"All of the whales came in togetli 

er, laid so close that one can a most 
jump from the back of one to the oth 

er. Several persons who have seen 

whales before pronounce them to be 

of the family of Dlepliinidae orïootli 

ed whales. The largest of the three 

on the beach is !58 feet in length and 

8-feet wide. The others are, respect 

ively, 35 and i5C> feet in length.
