ALBERT PATRICK AND DEATH. 

For a man to be legally dead and 
very much alive is one of t!ie con­

tradictions of our legal system, j 
Some days ago the Advertise^ 

priuted a telegraphic dispatch re- j 
latiug to one Silas Iluliu, who had ; 
beeu murdered by a man named 

Peak, as was charged, and for 
which Peak was convicted and sen­

tenced to eighteen years in the 
penitentiary. But as Mark Twain 
said of his own case, the report of 
Hnlin's death was very much exag­
gerated. He turns up alive and 
well, but the court which convicted 

Peak refuses to do anything to­
wards securing his release, holdiug 

that Hulin is legally dead and that 
Peak was legally convicted of mur­
dering him. Hulin is very much 

alive, Peak is in the penitentiary 
and the law is satisfied with itself, 
we presume. 

Another very much mixed up 

affair is that of Albert Patrick, 
who was convicted, as will be re­
membered, of the murder of the 
millionaire, Rice, two or three 

years ago. Patrick was convicted 
and the day for his electrocution 
was fixed seme eighteen mouths 

ago, but there was a etay of execu­
tion pending an appeal. Now it 

turns out that uo appeal was ever 
filed, and that the time for tiling 

it has expired, and no appeal can 
be taken. On the other hand, it is 
claimed that the day fixed Patrick's 
executiou having passed, he is le­
gally dead, and can neither be 
legally executed nor legally sen­
tenced. He can eat, drink, breathe, 
but the law says he is dead, and 
dead he must remain. His death 
may be called an easy one, but it is 
somewhat monotouous. Doubtless 

he is better satisfied with his posi­
tion in prison than he would he in 
the electric chair, but we have no 
reason to doubt that he is troubled 

to decide just where he is at in the 
game. He probably argues that if 

he is dead, he should be buried, 
and if hs is alive he should be free.
