chickens and'eggs to pay the gro 

eerv bill  aud clothe the family. It 

eau be done and is being doue by 

several planters to our kiiowledgi 

When this is done, then the 

main crop, whether it be rice, or 

cotton, or cane, or whatever il 

may lie, will  represent cash money, 

the profit of the season's work anil 

will  not have been spent for tin 

maiiiteuancn of the family wliih 

the crop was being made Thest 

are facts, aui! we believe the day 

is not far «listant in this country 

when proper diversification will  

prevail,  when the liouiaiana planter 

will  keep his smokehouse anil his 

storehouse iu Louisiana anil not 

in Kansas or Nebraska.—L Ü 
l 'rtli.
