Dear Sir—Replying to your inquiry as
to the purpose for which the School war-
rants enumerated below were issued dur-
ing my tenure of office as President of the
Board, [ beg leave to submit that after my
election ns President, and during the
period of time that I acted as such, I was
authorized by the members of the Board,
and frequently-requested by them to see
that all of the school houses, out houses,
fencing, blackboards, etc., belonging to
the Sehool Board throughout the Parish
were kept in proper eondition. This I did,
and from meémorandums kept by me of
amounts that I paid out and drew from
the contingent fund, the following infor-
mation is furnished.

Warraut dated Mareh 16th, 1908, for
#67.20 was for building out-house, 'rmlng
in window glass and repairing the Re-
finery School.
