It 
has tnrued to the farmer for assist^ 
aneo in it« work of building np of 
the rice industry. The Association 
has instrncted its secretary to is­
sue au address to the farmers of 
the riee belt calling ou ti*Mii to 
take hold with the Association, to 
become a part of it and to co-oper­
ate with it in the objects for which 
the Association was organized. 

The movement, if »t has been 
started in the right spirit, and it it 
is followed up in the right spirit, 
is capable of effecting more good 
iu the way of amalgamating the 
various interest* within the indus­
try than all the millions of the 
fiavemevers and the Gates could 
do. If the millers, the irrigators, 
the brokers, uommissiou men, 
deale-rs and wholesale handlers ot 
rice have made up their minds that 
the farmer is the most important 
factor in the rice industry and that 
his interests first are to be consid­
ered, then they are in a position to 
effect great things for the industry 
and for themselves. 

The criticism has been made, and 
there is a certain amount of truth 
in it, that in all organizations pro­
jected for the upbuilding of the 
rice industry the farmer has been 
conspicuous by his absence. The 
Rice Association of America, which 
was designed t*> iuclnde in its 
wembeiahip nil classes connected 
with the industry, ha» from the 
first had among its members many 
of ths rice farmers of Louisiana 
and Texas, but heretofore the farm­
ers have not taken an important 
part iu the Association's work. 
It is the intention now to eulist the 
farmer's interest if possible, and to 
make him one of the controlling 
factors in the work of the Associa-
tioii. _

More capital, more labor, more 
settlers seems to be the cry of the 
South, and if the Industrial Parli-
uieut eau expedite the solution of 
this problem on sound and satis­
factory lines it will do much to ad­
vance the material interests of the 
Southern States. If industry can 
be operated most |profitably where 
the raw material is found the South 
should have tin almost incalculable 
advantage over other sections. 
Why should the South send mil-
Hous of bales of cot ten to England 
and to the continent every year to 
be manufactured into cotten cloth 
when it might manufacture almost 
its entire crop at home? Why, 
with its timber and its iron, should 
it not establish its supremacy 
over less favored sections Î These 
are some of the questions which 
the Industrial Parliment is to con­
sider—and they are questions of 
vital importance to the Southern 
States It is a gratifying sign that 
the South is earnestly considering 
the best methods to promote its 
own prosperity and to put itself 
abreast of the most progressive 
sections of the country.—Baltimore 
Sun.

It goes without saying that in 

steady and persistent disregard of 

IHW and justice the processes and 

results of assessments take the 

lead. Other departments of gov­
ernment may vary in righteous­
ness, The iniquity of assessments 
is constant. In every community 
the inequality is outrageous. 
Everyone knows it who thinks ot 
it. Öcciisionally Rome one lilnhs 
out the fact. Ami yet the siime 
old shameless condition continues. 

You may hear a community 
pleading its poverty—not enough 
motiev for schools, or for roads, 
or for anv public function ; where­
as any approach to a fair assess­
ment would yield abundance of 
revenue for every purpose. It is 
absurd, when von come to think of 
it, that any community should 
11« 1 k of being too poor to support 
its legitimate community func­
tions What such a community is 
poor in, is not sources of revenue, 
but the essentials of citizenship 
and public spirit. 

Hut apait from the question of 
revenue obtained and its uses, the 
worst feature of assesinents is the 
heinous injustice of the inequality. 
Whether this be tine to the hit-
and-miss incapacity of the assess­
ors, or to their partiality, or to 
pulls, or to bribes direct or indirect, 
the fact of inequality exists. It 
exists 111 a remarkable regularity 
in one respect, which makes the 
inequality all the more execrable. 
What is this feature, occurring reg­
ularly everywhere, that con­
stitute» the overtopping iniquity of 
H>st'ssineut.sT The history of tax­
ation in all countries shows it, and 
everv man who has looked into the 
matter to-day knows it. Hot it is 
worth while to say it again, and it 
ought, to our shame, to be said 
over autl over. It is this: that 
small holdings are assessed, and 
therefore taxed, relatively higher 
than large holdings 

There may be exceptions, but 
this is the general truth. As a 
rule the larger the value the small­
er is the relatively assessment. 
The small holder has not the pull 
or the influence which the large 
holder, whether individual or cor­
poration, possesses, and according­
ly he suffers injustice. 

What is the remedy? First, a 
practical remedial measure consists 
in adopting a moredefiuite method. 

For example, we should compel 
a separate assessment of the land 
from improvements—by acreage in 
the country, and by actual front-
footage in the towns. This would 
at least avoid the loose maimer, 
prevalent in most places, of assess­
ing the mass. 

Hut secondly, the remedy lies in 
creating and concentrating a pub­
lic sentiment, through publicity 
autl education, which will compel 
assessors to do their duty. In this 
way the press of the country can 
perform a great economic service.
