Mystical, mysterious, misun­
derstood. the third degree takes 
vague shape-in many min is as a 
shadowy something uf horror, to 

i which half-fainting wrong-doers 
fare subjected by inhuman police 
; officials, with night as an ally, in 
the evil-smelling jail cells of a for­
bidden stHtion-house. 

The Third Degree, indeed, lias 
been termed the police inquisition. 
This would not be a bad defini­
tion if it be understood that the 
victim's torture is of the mind, 
the heart, the soul, rather than of 
the body. 

There used to be days when 
American cities were the scenes ( )f 
shocking physical brutality prac­
ticed as part of the third decree. 
But such is not the third degree 
of today. In the worst days of 
the third decree physical violence 
was not -used as a generality. It 
was a distinct exception. But to­
day physical torture has been al­
most abolished, largely due to the 
exposures and scandals result in tr 
from some fragrant eases of third 
leerree application. 

What, then, is the third detrree 
of 1900? It is the merciless, 
brrtal, ingenious, incessant ordeal 
of cross-examination, with the aid 
of information secured by "dic­
ing" on 4he case of with colossal 
"bluffing" by the police officials, 
which is forced upon a srnport, 
with no friend present, absolutely 
in the power of the notice. A bit 

e F-ench method of "reconstruc­
tion" of a crime is sometimes em­
ployed as an adiunet to the ap­
plication of the third degree. The 
object always is to make the susl 

peet either confess to the crime or 
divulge such guilty knowledge as 
he has of it. 

"Make him tell" is the watch­
word of the degree. 

Analyzed, the third decree 
shows on one side police prestige 
and power, police knowledge of 
crime and criminals, judgment of 
men and motives, harshness and 
inventiveness, directed against 
the well-nourished self-possessed, 
square jawed, keen-eyed police of-
ticeis. who can relieve one anoth­
er in conducting the grilling ex­
amination. 

The other side shows a man 
handicapped by arrest, in fear or 
the police, dreading punishment, 
alone. His nerves are shaken. 
Often lie has the blackest of con­
sciences. Sometimes lie is stupid ; 
frequently befuddled fr< m i 
spree and igorant of just how 

Mich his inquisitors know of the 
ciime. Many timeos he is on the 
verge of exhaustion through ment­
al stress and lack of rest. Ile 
has no one to relieve him and he 
must continue, hour after hour, 
to defend himself against the 
thrusts of the examiners. He sees 
himself inch by inch as the min­
utes drag, being slowly diven into 
the corner of guilt. It is not un 
like the_«retting together of a num­
ber of particularly sleek and ac­
tive cats for the purpose of see­
ing how expositiously they can 
scare a rat, into a corner of the 
stone building down the street.
