INFUENZA TOLL IN INDIA 
PUT AT SIX MILLION DEAD. 

Grand Jurors. 

New York, June 15.—Nowhere 
was the influenza epidemic of last 
autumn more deadly than in In­
dia, where nearly 0,000,000 per­
sons were its victims, it is esti­
mated. The preliminary report 
of the sanitary commission to the 
government of India on the effect 
of the disease there has just been 
published. 

Quoting the report, the London 
correspondent of the Journal of 
the American Medical Associa­
tion writes: 

"In British India influenza was 
responsible for a death roll of 
approximately 5,000,000, and it is 
unlikely that less than 1,000,000 
deaths occurred in the native 
states. Central, northern and 
western portions of India were 
the worst sufferers. The hospi­
tals in the Punjab were choked so
