ATTORNEY GENERAL'S OPIN.
ION ON POLL TAXES.

In order to get an opinion from
Attorney General Coco, relative
to soldiers voting without polil
taxes, Secretary Isidore W. Ga-
jan of the Parish Democratic Ex-
ecutive Committee received the
following opinion with respect
thereto which we reproduce for
the benefit of our ex-soldiers who
wish to participate in the Demo-
eratie primary :

“8o if the clause be construed
to mean that all persons who en-
listed in the military service of
the United States may vote pro-
vided that they shall have paid all
poll taxes assessed against them
after their discharge, then all
such persons in the Parish of Or-
leans who were discharged n
1918 wonld be entitled to vote
without having paid poll taxes for
the year 1919 for the reason that
no assessment of such taxes has

heen made since that time and
they would be entitled to continue|
to vote without the payment of
poll taxes until such time as such
assessment will have been made.
It would follow also in case of per-
sons living in different parishes
where lists of those liable for the
payment of poll taxes may have
been prepared and filed, some
would be entitled to vote and
others would not, even though
they were discharged on the same
day, the question of their right to
vote depending under such econ-
struction on the varying times
when lists were filled.

“In view of the conditions as
stated, it becomes clear that the
