Baton Rouge, La., Sept. 21—
A bill to investigate the affairs
of the Cumberland Telephone
and Telegraph Company and of
the increase in telephone rates
was introduced in the House
Wednesday by John R. Perez
of the Tirteenth Ward, New Or-
leans. The bill would provide
for. the appointment of a joint
committee of two members of
the House and one member of
the Senate clothed with full au-
thority to make a searching in-
vestigation of the entire situa-
tion in the state,

An appropriation of $25,000
to defray the expenses of the
inquiry would be provided. Mr.

Mr. Perez's bill would pro-
vide for a joint commission of
the Legislature instead of a com-
mission of outsders. The rea-
son for ths is that Section 17
of Article 5 of the new constitu-
tion specifically invests the Leg-
islature with authority to make
investigations through commit-
tees.

As the Legislature is the su-
pfeme authority in the state,
neither that body or any of its
commitlecs can enjoined by
any court, whereas, if a com-
mission was appointed it could
be enjoined, because n commis-
sion has neither legislative nor|
judicial authority. It was to
remove le doubt that Mr.
