Tpon the back of each parl of the
ballot between perforated lines, shall
be printed ithe tille of the office which
appears upon the face of such portion
af the halolt.

All of the officlal ballots prepared for

provisions'of this act, or who permits
any other person so lo do, shall he
zuilly of & felony, and upon conviction
thereof, be punished in - eccordanca
with section 44 of this act
And every person not an oftficer, who
iy guilty of any of the aforesaid acts or
who advises, procures, or abets the
commission of the zame, or any ‘of
them, ghall, upon cenviction thoreof, be
punished in acordance with section 44
of this act. ¥ :

Sec. T9. As soon as the polls are clog=
ed the commissioners shall at onca
rule off and slgn and swear to the poll
list, writing out beneath the said rulling
the number of votes contained thereon
and shall seal up and mark on the
wrappers with the ward and precinet
numbers all unused ballots, including
all ballots that have been spolled and
defated by volers in  attempling to
mark the same, and shall éndoras
thereon the number of hallots therein
econtained. The officers in charge of
the poll hooks shall, in the presence of
the other officers, and the public, count
in a distinet and eudlble voice the
names checled on said list and en-
nounce the whole number thereof, and
compare the same with with the poll
list, correcting any discrepancies be-
tween them and noting the same at the
pottom of the poll list before proceed-
ing with the count. The ballot box,
without being removed from the publia
view, shall then be opened by the pre-
‘siding officer, and the commissioners
shall commence by counting the ballots
found therein without unfolding them,
axcept 50 far as to ascertain that each
pallot is single, and by comparing the
ballots fouhd in the box with the num-
her shown by the poll lists to have been
deposited therein. If the ballots found
in any box ghall be more than the num-
ber of ballots g0 shown to have been
deposited therein such ballots shall all
be replaced without being unfolded im
the box from which they were taken,
and one of the commissioners shall,
without seeing the same and with his
back to the box, thoroughly mingle the
ballots together and another commis-
sioner shall, withoui seeing the same,
and with his hack to the box, publicly
draw out as many ballots as shall be
equal to such excess, and without un-
folding them, the commissioner shall
forthwith mark the same “uncounted
in ‘excess of poll list” and nttach a
signed statement of the number of bal-
lots so uncounted, which statement,
and the uncounted ballots, shall be
made up into a separate package and
deposited in/the ballot box prior to its
peing seeled up in accordance with the
provisions ‘of ¢his act. If two or more
ballots shall be found in a ballot box,
go-folded togeth r 48 to present the 8p=
pegrance of a single ballot, they ehall
