The purchaser puts it away in cold
storage and keeps it until winter when "
fine butter is scarce, then brings it tI
out for sale. There is too much fine la
butter made ini the summer, and on si
this account the price is too low for aj
satisfactory profit. But we should e:
understand that butter can be cured C
as well as cheese, and gain by age,
during which an individual ripening
goes on very slowly, producing the b
fine flavor desired by most consumers. b
The vapid fresh butter that goes ,to ,,
the market in warm weather ripens
quickly, and by the time it gets to the a
consumerit is ready for the table. a
But this curing may be slowly effected
by cold storage in the dair.y,and much I
of the ripening goes on slowly until it ii
is perfect, when the winter market is y
lipe too." -

The quality of good3 taken out of a
cold storage the past fall and winter
is good evidence of the fact that but-
ter is benefited by a curing process,
and that it is a better product after
being held for a considerable time for
general use than when strictly fresh.

If your flock of hens is too large to a

give each hen a sample of table scraps b
each day, make a hash of the same in-
gredients as compose table scraps and
feed the flock. It will help wonder-
fully to help make the hens pay.

Sometimes the most thrifty tree in
the orchard fails to fruit, apparently
too intent upon the production of
wood and foliage to have time for the
production of fruit. If this excessive
wood production is checked the tree
will usually fruit.

Jonathan and Grimes' golden are
perhaps the most similar in behavior
of any two apples we could name; the
former a brilliant red, the latter quite
as handsome in its coat of bright,,rich
yellow; each is possessed of a rich,
spicy flavor and delicious when prop-
erly matured and ripened.
