The current issue of Harper's
Magazine contains a touching

story of a girl, driven from home

by a drunken father, who goes to

the city to earn her livelihood as

a shop-girl. Hard as is her lot,
it is not so hard as that of the

mother, the sister and the old

crippled uncle in the wretched
home in the country. Word

comes however that the sister is

very ill, and a plea is sent for the

loan of only two dollars to get
medicines and comforts. She
had it not to give, so, "with her
mother's letter in her hand she
entered at last that street, which
alone of all the city streets,
would welcome her, where only
she could find wages high enough
to help little Phoebe and her
mother and Uncle William
Drain."

For five years at the price of
her shame, she sent comforts,
the means of life itself, to the
dear ones at home; although in
their simplicity they neither
knew nor suspected the true
source of her earnings. At the
death of her father she comes
home to see how very much
good she has done, and after a
few days with them, she fares
forth to the city again for more
comforts for them, like some
mother bird seeking food for her
nestlings. But the worst is over
for them with the death of the
drunken, vicious father, and so,
she does not go all the way back
to the city but returns to the lit-
tle home, preferring to endure
poverty, as she knows her people
would too, if they knew the life
she has led.

Like a lightning flash, it h,•s
come to the writer, that there
is a pIarallel between this girl's
story and the revenue from high
license for the sale of liquor.
The True Democrat has long
