This ought not to be so, and if there were
intelligent and wise management it would
not be so.

There ought to be some means for a
good, studious, quick pupil tg pass away
from one grade to a higher one. lnstead
of the long steps from one grade to an-
other, thefe ought to ve, and there could
ve, some hLalf steps. There could be es-
tablished, where mecessary, an intermedi-
ate grade or an advanced class of any
grade, in which the pupil might bave the
opportunity of passing up to the next, if
found competent. (iood private sciools
have these advantages.

I¢ you will not do that, chen levy a suf-
ficient tax to support a public school of
bigh grace and employ a sutficient number
of comp: tsnt teachers to give the necossary
instruction.
