IN DISPUTE TWENTY YEARS.

Swamp-Land Case Settled Over the
Head of Oregon's Governor.

Through an oplnion prepared by
Assistant Attorney-General Campbell
the Secretary of the Interior has ren-
dered a final decision in the case of
Morrow and others vs. the State of
Oregon and the Warner Live Stock
company, involving a large tract of
land claimed under the swamp land
laws. The decision directs the issu-
ance of patent.

The case has been before the de
partment for twenty years and has at-
tracted much attention. Morrow and
his associates attacked the application
on the ground that the land involved
was not ewamp Iand, but in a decision
delivered last March the department
held that it was. The present gov-
ernor of the state then filled a protest
against the issuance of patent on the
ground. that it could not be issued ex-
cept upon request from him. Inas-
much as two of his predecessors had
made such a request, the department
overruled his protest.

FORMER POSTMASTER-GENERAL BISSELL

WHO DIED OCT.

CAREER OF W. S. BISSELL.

Long Recognized as a Man of Great g

Intellectual Power,

Wilson Shannon Bissell, who was
postmaster general under
Grover Cleveland from 1893 to 1895,
died at Buffalo, N. Y., Oct. 6, after an
ililness that had kept bkim an invalid
for some time.

Mr. Bissell suffered from complica-
tions thought to be akin to Bright's
disease, although not well understood.

On June 1 Mr. Bissell's trouble be-
eame so serious that he was sent to
New York to consult specialists. It
was thought an operation would be
performed, but after an examination
the specialist decided that it would be
better for the patient first to rebulld
his health. He was sent to his sum-
mer home Bar Harbor, where he
spent several weeks. He spent most
of the time there in bed and it was
realized that his case was hopeless.
In September he returned to Buffalo.

Aside from the position of postmas-
ter general he held for two years, Mr.
Bissell occupied mno political offices,
except that he was a president ial elec-
tor at large in 1888.

Wilson 8. Bissell was for many
vears one of the foremost lawyers of
Buffalo, N. Y., and was a life long
demoerat. He was born at New Lon-
don in December, 1847. He received
his education at Yale, where he was
graduated with honors in 1868, and at
once began the study of law in the
office of Lanning, Cleveland & Fol-
som at Buffalo, and afterward became
a partner in the firm of which Grover
Cleveland was a member. He took
little part In polities, although a con-
siatent and earnest democrat. When
Mr. Cleveland was nominated for the
office of governor ot New York he did
efficient work for his pariner and
friend, and during the campalgns that
succeeded he was the same enthusi-
astic supporter of Mr. Cleveland.

Socially Mr, Bissell was a genial
and companionable man. Of uncom-
monly large stature, he naturally at-
tracted attention, and his intellectual
qualities soon convinced persons meet-
ing him for the first time that he was
a big man other than physically. Al

resolute and determined, Mr. Bissell
was uniformly good natured.

The friendship that has existed be-
tween Mr. Cleveland and Mr. Bissell
since the latter’s return to
Buffalo from college was of the most
cordial aud confident character. Mr.
Cleveland always placed great faith
in Mr. Bissell's judgment.

A few days ago there was found
in a field on the farm of Craigton, near
Causewayhead, Scotland, a Highland
dirk in a fair state of preservation. On
the blade are engraved the letters,
“C, (,” and the date 1712, a boar's
head appearing below. As this is the
Champbell's crest, the owner of the
weapon may have been one of the clan
named Colin. It was very probable
that the dirk belonged to a soldier in
the Duke of Argyll’s army, which
fought at Sheriffmuir in 17156, and
that it was dropped or thrown away at
Craipgton, as the left wing of the Roy-

alists was being driven back upon
Stirling.

The count was
apparently affected by the ecriticlam
evoked by hiz cholee and declined the
honor on the ground that, his literary
efforts were too insignificant to en-
title him to a place in the academy.

Ibsen’'s Forefathers.

A Munich journal says that there is
more Danish, Scotch and, especially,
German blood than Norwegian in Ib-
sen s velns. His great-grandfather,
Peter Ibsen, was a Danish fisherman
who emigrated in 1720 to Bergen, and
there married the daughter of a Ger-
man. Peter's grandeson, Henrik Peter
Ibsen, merrled a Scotchwoman, and
their sou married the daughter of a
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wealthy German merchant.

Villagers Turn Out in Force to Reap

One hundred and forty-three
whales stranded on the shore near
the village of St. Mary’s Bay, N. F.
last week, The entire population
turned out and slew the creatures.
The storm that drove the school of
whales upon the shere brought for-
tunes to the fisher folk. When the
glad news spread through the willage
the men ran to the shore and waded
into the water. They were followed
by their wives and daughters, hardly
less sturdy than the men.

were directed against the bodies of
the big animals struggling helpless-
ly in the shallow water, Before noon
every sovap kettle in the village was
on the fire. The women were taking
the precious blubber from the flesh
of the whales which an i1l wind, for
the whales, had blown upon 8t.
Mary's beach. Some of the ecatch
were large and worthy the skill of
the old-time whalers. To capture one
as large they would have considered
a month's eruise a small price to pay
for the oil in its body.
