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Location of the Great Plains Anticline.

braska and South Dakota, are similar
to those in which oil and gas have
been found.

Should future developments in the
central great plains area prove the
soundness of the anticinal theory it
would result in great benefit to that
reglon. The country In which the an-
ticline puts out is to-day thinly popu-
lated, and, for the most part, given
over to stock grazing. It lies just
west of the one hundredth meridian

and Is properly classed as belonging

The surface waters are Iinadequate,
and for this reason this section has
not developed with the same rapldity
as others favored with streams. A
great part of the great plains region
is known to be underlain with water
bearing gravels at no great depth from
the surface, which, when tapped by
wells, furnish an inexhaustible supply.
By utilizing the cheap fuel which
would be provided in the event of dis-
covering oil and gas, vast areas cf this
region could be irrigated from waters
obtanined by pumping plants.
