The connnercial tael is that of
Canton, which should welgh 37983
graing, but usually welghs 37.08, Then |
there ix the tael of Shanghai, which |
weighs 36.6, and the revenue tael, used |
and exports, and
each lirge city has its own, that of |
Tientsin worth from 4 to 6 per ceat
more than that of Shanghal, Business
estimated in taels is carried on by the
uxe of Spanlsh dollars or silver Ingots.
The former are welghed and stamped
by every gouth Chinn mereliint aml
have to be remitted continually. The
ingots of sllver are cut from bars into |
pleces that the operator estimates will |
weigh 00 taels.  Naturally each one |
who handles them welighe them.

“Bunks store their money in cellars,
in boxes earried back nmd forth by
coolles,” suys M, Bard., “This explains
the Item of transportation which is de-
ducted from the face of a Chinese
chieck when it is cashed at a bank.
One ecan judge of the complications
consequent vpon this system of con-
version of taels of different values into
Ingots of difterent weight and purity,
especially as assayers of different lo-
calltles refuse to honor the stamps of |
other eitles.” In places where the dol-
lar is pot used small payments uare
made by cutting up an ingot. “The
scile nsed in welghing these fragments
has two sets of murkings; one for re-
ceipts and one for payments.”

Chinn's pational cofn is the eash, a
round copper coln with a square hole
through it. The cash or sapak dates
from &t least 2300 B. C. Eight pounds’
welght of cash makes a dollar. Years
ago an emperor deelded to double his
funds by giving copper cash double {ts |
value, In certaln parts of the country
this performance is still In effect. 1In
other parts 77 or &5 eash are eounted
as 100,

In Honan the Chinese go to mnarket
with two kinde of money, one real, the
other counterfeit, Some articles are
bought with one, some with the other.
Certain articles have two pricer, one
in good money, one in bad,

Why “Thackeray and Dickens 7%

The names of Thackeray and Dickens
are often, if not aimost always, cou-
pled in some way in any reference to
English authors or literature of their
period. It is probably because they
were countrymen and contemporaries,
for there was nothing in common be-
tween them personally or in their ea-
reers or ibeir inspirations. Sald ah
enthusiast who was proposing a tomst
at u literary dinner: *I drink to the
Lenlth of two of the greatest forces in
fiction In the nineteenth century—Dack-
ens il Thickeray—no, no, T mean
Dackeray npd  Thickens,” With @
nighty effort he pulled bimself togeth-
er and Degan again, “Geotlemen, 1
drink to the health of Thackens and
Dlekeray.” Then he sat down, plegased
af having extricated himself from the
mddle,

There was probably as mueh real dis-
eretion behind those words as could Le
found in the average association of the
two mities, 'l_‘h:wk(-i'ay uned Dickens
were by no means “heavenly twins"
in their lifetime or inseparable. in
that paradise where literary genius is
supposed to disport itself for Inspira-
tion, Thackeray envied Dickens' popu-
lurity and bank account, and Dickens
envied Thackeray's style and literary
eminence,

Speaking of “Duvid Copperfield”
when it was the talk of London, Thack-
eray confessed, “It has put me on my
mettle and made me feel 1 must do
something: (hint 1 have fame and name
and o fmlly to =upport,”  Om another
oceasion Thackeray remarked aof Dick-
ens, “He knows my books are a pro-
test against his—that If one set are
true the other must be falze.,” James
Russel Lowell prouounced Dickens a
satirizer and Thackeray a satirist, One
appeals to the multitude; the other to
the few,
