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A GREAT CANAL PLANNED.

A System of Development Placed.Be.
fore Tax Commission Involves

Millions.

Baton IRouge.-A project to build
a great canal, from the Red river near
Natchitoches into the Teche, the Mer-
mentau river and the intel-rcoastal
canal near Lake ('harles; to operate
barge lines and a trolley system, and
develop lydro-ele:tric power along
this canal, and to Irrigate a million
acres of semialkali prairie land of
Southwest Louisiana with water fromfRed river and the watershed between
the Red and Sabine rivers-a project
to cost $15,000,000-was laid before
the tax conmmnission a few days ago
by Wellman Bradford, well known
Louisiana drainage engineer and a
relative of the late Governor Nicholls.
lie established the present irrigation
system in Southwest Louisiana twen-
ty years ago.

Mr. Bradford- came before the com-
mission to ask that his project he putI
on the same basis as new railroatls.
le given exemption fromu taxation for
ten yeais after c'ompletion. lie did
not ask exempltion of real estate, a
privilege enjoyed by new railroads un-
der this ctiionl of the constitution,
but merely of theli franchise of the
conmpany and the investment. such as
machinery, equipmnent, etc. lie agreed
thlat the company should pay the
;state for thce water it securied from
iouisiana st rans.

The p)rolposed canal would be 275 to
:)u feet in width and t wenty-five feeta depth. It would leave the Ited
river opposite Natchlituocles and switng
iuuiaial to the border of the highlands,
and tlien parallel the RIed river down
to a point near Alexandria. It would
then swinl -u cth, ,till hugging the
edge of the hiehl priairie into St. Lani-
dry parish. Ti'eure a branchl would
Idrop southi iiinto Bayou Techc and theli
main canal a onld s\ ing west across
Evangeline into ('alcasieu. Aiother
branch woultd cut siouth into thie val-ley of thie Zderm"nieentea, and the main
stcam w'ouldl contilue on west to a
point north of Aie Charliales, and then
turn south, emnptying into the inter-
coastal canal.

Mr. Bradford exhibited to the comn-
mission a map of the surveys of the
piroposed route, showing that the ptlans
are entirely coalplete.

"We will have a gravitv flow all the
way," Mr. Bradford said.

"A million acres of land of doubtful
value would be made fertile anid pro-
ductive by this irrigation project. Ile-
sides that the big gravity fall would
enable us to generate hydro-electric
power at many points along the right
of way. W\e could get as much as
30,000O horse power at points. Th'll
permits establishment of rice mills
operated with this power, which is the
cheapest in the world. Thle trolley
line and the steel barge line on the'
canal would open up a new field of
transportation."
