Times-Record, under a Shreveport date
line, gives a pretty good idea of the
work that is and will be done by the
League, not only in Shreveport, but
throughout the state as a whole:

Shreveport, La., March 17.-That a
state-wide prohibition movement will
result of efforts of those now engaged
in the fight on the liquor traffic is
strongly indicated in a statement
authorized by leading prohibitionists
here in connection with a recent organ.
iz tion meeting of the AntiSaloon
Leag4e held here, and resulting in the
election of Rev. Claude L. Jones, of
Shreveport, president, Dr. C. P. Hunday
of Shreveport. secretary-treasurer and
Rev. W. A. Turner, Methodist evangel.
ist, superintendent.

Rev. Turner will devote all his time
to assisting the fight in the various
parishes.

The league is hoping that Ouichita
and East Baton Rouge parishes will
follow the example of Rapides parish
in launching prohibition fights.

Chairman Jones says that the Tleague
will work aggressively and expects at
the next session of the state legislature
to ask for a law in conformity with the
Webb act, prohibiting the shipment of
liquors from "wet" into "dry" parishes
and a law preventing sales under the
near-beer subterfuge.

"We expect to reclaim territory that
may have been lost, and to gain much
new territory before the next meeting
of the legislature," he stated.

"The Anti-Saloon League is unde-
nominational and nonsecterian. It
works along all lines against the
liquor traffic".
