Best Breeding Stock Is an Es-
sential fo Success.

Runt Pigeon Is One of Largest, But

Not as Prolific or as Good Breeder

or Feeder as Homer—Carneaux
Is Popular,

Prolific pigeons producing large
squabs are commenly kept confined in
pens, which involves proper housing
and a flyway, or outiside yard, cov-
| ared with wire, Common pigeons, al-
rmwr:ri their freedom, are less prolifle
| and produce smaller squabs, A study
:ﬂf New York squab quotations shows
| that the price per dozen for dressed
| squabs fails rapidly as the weight
| goes down and the other departs from
| white. While prime white welghing
| ten pounds to the dozen brought $3.75
1 per dozen in March, last year, In New

York, six-pound sguabs were not
| quoted above $2 per dozen, while $1.50
| was the high price per dozen for dark
gquabs, and culls brought only five or
six cents apiece.

variety, The habit of this bird of
returning home if allowed freedom
makes it necessary to confine pigeons
purchased from other lofts. The
Carneaux pigeon has recently become
popular as a squab produicer. This
variety is somewhat larger than the
| Homer and it is stated is about as
prolific, Several other varieties of
pigeong larger than the Homer are
used on a small ecale in squab raising,
especially in crossing with the Homer
| and Carneaux to increase the size of
squabs. The Runt is one of the largest
but is not as prolific or as good a
breeder or feeder as the Homer,

Some of the other varieties reported
used as squab breeders are the Dra-
goon, White Maltese or hen pigeon,
the White King and common pigeon,

Good breeding stock is an essential
of sucecess in squab raising, but as it is
difficult to tell the age and sex of
pigeons, and age is very important,
it i8 necessary to buy from reliable
breeders and preferably those who
guarantee thB®ir produet, Variety
alone does not insure successful squab
production. The birds differ indi-
vidually and they should be selected
for their productive power and vitality,
for guality and size of their squabs
and their ability to feed and rear
offspring. Dark-colored gkins, legs or
beak indlcats poor quality of flesh,
bringing lower prices on markets,
Care should be taken to select breed-
ing birds which have white or pinkish
white ekin and light-colored legs.

Pigeons are most valuable as squab
producers when from two to gix years
of age, although many will breed un-
til they are about eight years old. The
small varieties mate and breed at five
to six months, and the large varieties
at eight to nine months, It is advis-
able, therefore, to buy mated pigeons
from two to three years old, or to se-
cure young birds six to eight weeks
old and tame them at the proper age.
All squabs which are to be saved for
breeding should be banded before they
leave the nest and a careful record
kept of their breeding, Squabs hatched

in Apﬂlﬂﬁn and June, when their
valua cn the market is comparatively
small, make good breeders. If a
breeding pigeon dies its mate should
be removed from the pen and a new
mating made, Y

MOST VALUABLE FARM CROPS

Trouble Experienced in Growing Clo-
ver, Alfalfa, Peas, Etc, Where
Not Grown Before,
Legume crops (clover, alfalfa, peas,
ete,) are among the most valuable of
farm crops. Trouble is experienced
at times, however, in growing them
in new agricultural districts or re-
glons where legumes have not been
grown before. This diffieulty ofttimes
is due to the absence of the necessary
tuberela bacteria from the goil in

{ question. The practice should be fol-

lowed, therefore, of inoculating the
soil or seed when any of these crops
are grown upoen ground which has
never grown the crop before.

This inoculation may be made by
the use of soil from a field in whieh
the legume has grown. This soll
ghould be obtained from the old
leguma ficld and distributed over the
field to be sown in legumes at the
rate of approximately 300 pounds per
acre, and at once harrowed or digked
in. This operation should take place
during the morning or evening or
upon a cloudy day, as the intense sun-
light destroys the bacteria. Care
should «be exercised in making this
transfer of soil to get it from fields
which are not infested with weeds,

should such soil not be available,
Dr. Ira D. Cardiff, director and bot-
anist of the Washington agricultural
experiment station, states that the
next best method of procedure is to
use a pure culture of bacteria which
may be mixed with the seed before It
is sown.

STARTING WITH LIVE STOCK

Grading-Up Method Recommended as
Best Beginning—Use Best Pure-
Bred Sire Obtainable.

The average farmer etarting into
the live stock business is not in shape
finaneially to purchase purebred stock
and conduct the business the way it
ghould be. Purebred breeders should
not try to set men up In the breeding
business who have but very little
money and. practically no experience,
An amateur, starting under such con-
ditions, is almost sure to fail and in-
stead of heing a booster for better live
stock, curses the breed that lost him
money and the purebred breeders in
general.

Those without considerable experi-
ence and some capital, wishing to start
in the live stock business, will find
the grading-up method the best in
use. .

Grading up & herd by the use of a
purebred sire is the safest begiuning,

even for the prospective breeder ot
purebred stock. It is not only a cheap
and safe way of starting in the breed-
ing business, but it brings out piainly
in the grades the main breed pointa
and proves what good blood. will do.
Only a few generations of grading up
will be sufficient to place before you
a picture of breed characters not seen
in years In purebred breeding on a
small scale. The only danger in the
beginner grading up & herd is that the
firgt results are go satisfactory that to
improve the mnext generation some
promising grade is apt to be selected
a8 & sire, which means the stopping
of any further improvement.

By all means use a purebred slro as
good and well bred as your financial
condition will permit.

MATERIALS FOR FARM ROADS |

Should Be Located With Reference to
Efficiency of Farm Plant— |
Good Drainage Needed.

The private roads on the farm differ
In general from the public roads only
in the amount and kind of trafic which
they carry. The fundamental princl-
ples involved in their construction and
maintenance are the same, DBut, as
the farm road {s called on to bear far
less trafiic, the ordinary methods of
construction and maintenance are so
| modified and the use of materials 8o
adapted as to moet the special re-|
quirements and reduce.the cost. To

ner as public thoroughfares, which|
carry much greater trafile, in general
would be a useless waste of money.

The first consideration is the loca:
{ tion of the roads and paths about the |
farm. The roads and paths are a
part of the permanent farm plant. |
Consequently they should be so lo-
cated as to best gerve the purpose for
which they are intended, should fit in
with the general scheme of the farm,
and at the same time should avoid as
much as possible places which would
require difficult and expensive con-i
struction or maintenance. The main |
consideration, however, must be to
secure the highest degree of efficlency |
from the farm plant as a whole,

The earth road is the most common

type of farm read and will probably so |
remain. When properly crowned, |
drained and maintained with the split- |
log drag or other similar device, the
earth road, on all but a few excep-
tional sofls or in a few places imme:
dlately around the farm lots and build-
ings, can be made fo answer the re-
| quirements fairly well. A little grad-
i ing will in general give the earth road
!a crown sloping from the center to-
ward the side ditches st a rate of
i about one inch to the feot, and slde
ditches of sufficient size to carry away
the storm water can usually be con-
structed without difficulty. If the
ground is springy the side ditches may
be made deeper, or the ground water
may be carried away by tile drains,

The fundamental requirement of an
earth road is always good drainage.
This involves, first, the removal of the
water which reaches the surface of
the road from precipitation or other-
wise; and second, in certain places the
removal of any ground water which
reaches the road from underground
seepage. Surface drainage is accom-
plished by securing a reasonably firm
crowned roadway and providing
ditches of suficient size and with am-
ple grade and frequent outlets, Sub-
drainage to reriove the water from
beneath the road. surface or to pre-
vent its passage into the roadhed is
usually acomplished most effectively
by so-called blind drains or by means
of properly located tile drains.

'REPAIR BAD SPOTS IN ROADS

Mudholes Should Be First Drained and
Soft \Dirt Removed—Don't Be
"Afraid of Dragging.

Don't try to fill a mudhole without
first draining out the water and re-
moving the soft mud. Don’t try to fill
It with large stones, because if this is
done thera will soon be two mudholes
Instead of one. Don't try to fill a
mudhole with sods or similar material
which absorb water readily,

On an earth or gravel road ruts are
best treated with the drag. Don’t be
afrald ‘of dragging too often during
& rainy spell. If a thin coat of sand
or gravel be apread over the road sur-
face when it has been softened by
rain and then worked in by trafiic
