Be it further ordain-
ed that said drainage district shall be
known as and the same is heraby des-
ignated Fenton Drainage District No.
1 of the Parish of Jefferson Davis,
Louisiana.

Section 3. Be it further ordained
that the said Drainage Distriet shall
constitute a body corporate in law;
with all the powers of a corporation;
shall have the powers and right to
incur debt and contract obligations;
to sue and be sued; to have a corpo-
rate seal, and to do and perform any
and all acts in its corporate capacity
and in its corporate name necessary
and proper for the carrying out of
the purposes and objeets for which
said Drainage District is created.
Said Drainage Distriet will also have
the power of expropriating property
for the purpose of acquiring sites
for pumping stations or acquiring
land for any other purposes that it
may find necessary. Said Drainage
Distriet shall also have the power to
acquire machinery, to maintain pump
ing plants or any machinery what-
ever that may be found necessary for
the purpose of draining and reclaim-
ing any of the lands embraced with-
in its limits, and shall own the right
of way for canals and ditches and all
gites which are acquired either by do-
nation, purchase, prescription or ex-
ownership. The
