German Plots in Mexico.

New York.—Revelation of extensive
German plots in Mexico during the
war, which included a proposed in-
vaslon of the United States by a Ger-
man-Mexican army of 45,000 men, at
the same time that the Germans
launched their last drive on the west-
ern front in July, 1918, was made
here Saturday by the National Asso-
clation for the Protection of Ameri-
can Rights in Mexico, which gave out
a statement by Dr. P. B. Altendorf,
formerly of the United States military
intelligence department, reciting his
experience as an American secret serv-
ice agent in that country.
