Wood at a Uept of 1,7O0 reeot.

Winnemucca (Neov.) Silver State.

About two years ago the Central Pacif
ic Railroad Company determined upon
sinking an artesian well at White Plains, 1
near the Desert Crystal Salt Works.l
This station is on what was known as
"The Forty-mile Desert," between the
sink of the Humbolt and the Truckee
River. The surface of the country is
covered with salt and alkali, which, in
dry weather, makes it appear as if it was
sprinkled with sr.ow. There is no fresh
water in the vicinity. though a short dis-
tance from the railroad there are springs I
from the water ofwhich salt of the purest
quality is manufactured. The ralroad
company employed W. C. Chapin, who
had had much experience in boring wells
in the oil region, in Pennsylvan, to I
superintend the sinking of the well at
White Plains.

After nearly seventeen months of con-
tinuous work the drill has reached a
depth of 2.100 feet and is passing through
a stratnm of rock, below which, it is be-
lieved, the desired fresh water will be
found. If not, the work will probably
be abandoned. The bore, which was at
first eight inches, has been considerably
lessened as the depth increased. Boiling
water has been struck and salt water
has been passed through, and still the
2,500-pound drill goes down in search ol
the much-wanted fresh stream. At the
depth of 1,700 fee: something very re-
markable happened. The drill struck
and passed though nine feet of solid
wood. The sinuar point about it was
that. although the wood had turned en-
tirely bkowing to its long burial. it

had not arbonised in the slightest, bat
could be whittled and broken like wood
above ground. Its having turned black
prevented Mr. Chapin brom determining
its kind, but he sent quite a number of
peces away to friends and has a few
ltit. Much of the wood came up in
pieces, but little of it pulverised under
the action of the drill.
