MR. KEBLY cXPLAINS. a

The Method by Whieh His Iotr-Atomle

Ether is produced.

John W. Keely, the inventor of the I
Keely motor, who has denied himself to
all interviewers for four years, has ex.-
plained at length the wonderful experi-
ments with his new motor gun which i
were made as Sandy Hook at the ex- I
pense of the Government. I

"Stripping the process of all technical
terms," said the inventor, "the motor
gun is simply this: I take water and t
air, two mediums of different specific 1
gravity, and produce from them, by gen- r

eration,a n effect, under vibrations, that a
liberates from the airand wateran inter- e
atomic ether. The enormity of this g
ether is boundless and can hardly be
comprehended. The spe'sfic gravity of a
the ether is about four times lighter
than that of hydrogen gas, the lightest o
gas so far discovered. The gun I used
at Sandy Hook was a breech-loading
rifle weighing 500 pounds. It was ape-
cially constructed for me. It was four n
feet long ana had a four-inch bore. On e
Wednesday last I charged my tube, a
five gallon reservoir of yrought iron and r
i1 inches thick, with etheric vapor.
Then I boxed it up, and did not even y
test it, so certain was I of its power.
For three hours before the experiments
it remained untouched in my shop. The
process of charging it consumed less
than four seconds of time. You could C
not guess how much material was used i
in making the vapor (and the inventor
smiled) to project tweny leaden bullets,
each weighing nearly five ounces, at ao
velocity of over 600 feeta second. there n
was required six drops of water and r
about a pint of air. From this combin- E
ation I derived sufficient force to fire A
250 bullets of the weight of those used, i
and the most curious thing about it all n
is that I found at the end of my experi-
ments that I had increased the power in
my tube, instead of diminishing it, just
as a race-horse needs to be warmed up a
bafore he can do himself justice. The il
initial velocity of the last bullet was
more than that of the first one. I can h
take the same tube and operate it an- h
'other day." a

"Have you ever estimated the power a:
of your interatomic ether?" was asked.

'1 have produced frequently," was the
answer, "a presure of 10,000 pounds to
the square inch in a quarter of a second. 1
The process, m reality, is instantaneous.
I have succeeded in making a vacuum of
thirty-one pounds pressure. The steel
coil attached to the gun increases the in.
tensity of the vibrations 6fteenfold. Af-
ter the ether is introduced into the
weapon to hold the projectile, the vibra-
tions liberate it, it expands, and the bul-
let is propelled out with great force-
four time as great, as 1 told you, as that B
of gunpowder. I have succeeded in d

nat a parmure ofS ,000 pounds to
the inch, an I have torn a Shaw guage v
to pleces under ttie immense pressure.

Walter Adams Mayhew, who called
himself Lord Abercombie last spring,
was sued in the New York City Court by
his ex-valet, Charlie Singer, for $604
damages.

Singer stated teat he was hired by
"Lord Abercrombie" as a valet. The en-
gagement was for four months, begin-
ning on June 7 last. Singer was a wait-
er at the Manhattan Hotel. Mayhew,
under his alias, was lodging at the hotel.
At lunch June 7 Singer waited on him.

"Charley," said Mayhew, according to
Singer's account, "I intend to remain in
this country for four months. I want a
valet, and have taken a liking to you.
How would you like it?"

Singer said he had a wife and family
to support. Mayhew thereupon promis-
ed him $100, a month and paid him $50
in advance. "That," said Singer, "and
two weeks' board was all I ever got from
him."

"What were to be your duties with
Lord Abercrombie?"

"I had to clean his clothes every morn-
ing, put him in his stockings and shoes.
and do his errands," said Singer. "On
June 29 he left me without telling me
whern he was going or anything.

He sent me on -that day Harlan, to
his stableman, on Coney Island, to
get his horses-Harlan k( pt the lord's
horses-and when I came back the lord
was gone. In my time with him I knew
him to have stopped in four places-the
Hoffman House; the Manhattan Beach
Hotel, the Ocean House, and 145 West
Sixteenth street."

Singer, when he found as he said,
that "the lord had deserted him,"
looked around for other employ-
ment, but was unable to find any except
some detatched jobs. "All I earned
since the lord left me," he said, "was
$29."

"Did you tender your services to him
since July 1?"

"On July 1 the lord was gone. He left
on June 29, as I told you."

The lord was also to pay his board at
the rate of $18 a week, and that also
made a large figure in his charge. Sing-
er hunted for the lord at all his known
resorts, but was unable to find him.

"Why did you not insist on getting
your money in advance from him, as you
sai was the agreement?"

Thomas Hatton, a fellow waiter at
Coney Island, corroborated S'nger, hav-
ing, as he alleged, overheard the conver-
sation in which the agreement was made.

Mayhew was the only witness in his
own behalf. He is a good-looking young
man, was dressed in alight suit, and car-
ried a l-andsome silver headed cane.
He was sued as Mayhew, not as Lord
Anybody. He said he hired Singer as
his valet only by the month, at $100 a
month, not for four months or for any
specified time. He asserted that he had
paid Smgner not only all be owed him,
him, bat $150 more, which he sued for a
as a counterclaim. "At his request I
loaned him $40," said Mayhew, "to en-
able him to get that suit of clothes that
he has now on his back. Another time
he told me that his wife was sick, and
asked me to advance him $50 of his sal-
ary, which I did. Again, previous to my
running a certain race I gave him $100
one day on the elevated railroad. For
clothing for himself and wife, and fami-
ly I gave him $58 more; besides other
sums. As to my leaving, I simply went
away on July 1, I think on a brief pleae-
trip, and did not think myself bound to
tell my valet what places I was going to
visit. I went to Elmira, Niagara Falls.
and some other places, and returned
aboit the middle of August."

Broadway, two bones worth $1,800, a
dog cart worth $800, two sets of harness
worth $450, and some other articles of
value.

The Sdi great requisite toward beau-
ty is abesi cleanliness.

When the flesh is n
well loosened all the superfluous part is
cut away with a tiny par of curved scis- o
Ssore, made expremsly for the purpose. n
The nails are then trimmed to the prop-
er shape. Pointed French ones are con-
sidered the latest, out people of the best t
taste find that an oval-shaped nail a lit- b
tle longer and about the shape of the ii
fincer, gives a better taper to the finger
than the pointed ones. However, that
is a matter of individual taste; but no e
I matter what the shape, they must be
left to grow quite long.

After a filing, a chamois polisher and c
powder aie used until they shine beauti- c

fully;then comes a thorough washing
and brushing in tepid water, and again
they are polished with the attendant's
bare hand, the oil from the human hand
giving a higher degree of polish on fin-
ger-nails as well as on wood. This pro-
cers consumes about an hour, and is en-
joyable. Many people pay a stated sum I
quarterly and go to a manicure twice a
week, but thisis not at all necessarv.
Every time the hands are washed the
flesh should be carefully pushed back
with the towel; this will keep it loose
and in good shape, and twominutes' rub-
bing will give them a good polish. Dr.

How amuie'stire ay be Made Like What
a Obest Is LFa•ed.

The phenomena of optical illusion have
been made use of to a considerable ex-
tent upon the stage within the last few
years. One of the most curious exhi-
bitions of this sort is known as "Pepper's
Ghost," which takes its name from Mr.
Pepper, an English physicist, who first 1

conjured up the spook and to whom the
original invention and manafacture of
real specter must be attributed. The I
ghost in question is no "materialized"
spirit; but, although one smes it walk up
on the stage and act its part, is of so im- t
material a constitation that the individ-
ual whom it comes to haunt, cleaves it
with his sword, as if it were so much ,
empty air, and actually walks through a
the specter. When this marvel was first
exhibited in London the public fl.cked
to see it and great was the wonder there-
at. The mystery is however, easily ex-
plained.

SEvery one has observed that a pane of c
window glass, though transparent, re-
flects the rays of light to a certain extent
so that while admitting the light from I
the street it returns a faint image of ohb
jects in the room. If it is dark outside
the reflection is more distinct. When
this is understood the explanatiur. of the a
trick is very simple. The actors on the
stage are seen through a large plate of
transparent glass, placed ir an inclined
position and leaning towards the audi-
ence at an angle of forty-five degrees.
The transparency of the gls preventse
the spectators in the dim ight from per-
ceiving it. Beneath the stage, out of a
sight, and facing a lhrge mirror inclined a
parallel with the pk.te glass above, is the t
real fgure of which the ghost is the
"eldolon," or image. Upon this figure, t
out of sight of the audience, is thrown
the vivid oglr of an oxy-h ogen lime-
light. When this lights turned on the
illuminated fiure is rselsected in the mir-
ror, and from the mirror abrlght object
is cast upon the glas plate acing the
audience.

To the audience, however, this image
does not appear as if thrown on the glars
but as if standing some distance back on
thestage, ij t as the reflection of the
objects seen in a window-rpane out into
the street. Thus the reaection of asheetelad -e belew the stage may be
