A BOTTOMLESS ABYSS.

West Virginia’s Great Natural Curi-
oslty—The Wonder of Tourists.

There are muny natural wonders in

‘ this out-of the-world region and yester-
| day the monotony of camp life was
varied by a visit to one of them, the
| locality known far and wide throughout
| the $outh Branch country as the Hell
! Hole. This iz an anconth name, but to
visit the spot justifies the title in the
mind of the beholder. This terrible
abyss is on the North Fork, west of Rite-
nour, at the side of a little stream which
| gurgles musically down the mountain
| and is to the lower or left hand side of
| the road which leadsthrough the Harmar

Hills. The chasm, circclar in shape, is

about fifteen feet in diameter, almost
| perpendicular and is believed by the in-
habitants near by to be bottomless. Its
situation is at the bottom of a deep, rocky
gorge and the scenery is unusually wild,
Many attempts to sound this mysterious
well by lines, some of them one thousand
| feet in length, have been wade in days
[ past, but as yet without avail,and lighted
lanterns and torches lowered to & depth
of many hundred feet have revealed
{ nanght but rongh, irregular walls ofsolid
! cock. Provided with a stop watch, 1
| dropped a heavy fragment of rock over
f the edge of this yawning gulf, and the
| faint sound which came back to my ear
| wasat the expiration of fourteen seconls,
From this, making due allowance for the
resitance of the air, the transmission of
sound and the impediments to the stone
| caused by the uneven sides, 1 calculated
| a depth of 3,152 feet 4 inches, presuming,
| of course, that the last audible sound was
cansged by the rock striking the bottowm.

The pecple, who have for many vears
recarded this gigantic well with some-
| thing akin to awe, tell many stocies of it

and of the objertsanimate and inanimate,
|ineluding at least ome human being,
which have been swallowed up in its
!insatiable maw. A fine, white pine tree,
| with a slender stem, straight asan arrow
' and over one hundred feet high, stood
on thesteep slope a few dozen yards
! from the mysterions hole. Two of Isaac
Harmat's sons concluded to venture up
and cut the tree for troughs, 1t fell with
the top up hill, and starting to slide, dis-
| appeared bodily into the Hell Hole and
| was lost to view, the terror stricken
| young men who peered cautiously over
| the edze being unable to see the slightest
| trace of the tree except a few bils of
| bark and Ieanches clinging here and
there, on thefjagred rocks.

But other and more serious accidents
have occurred at the Hell Hole, About
| ten years ago a partially blind peddler,
| who was making his way south along the
| north fork from Martinsburg to White
| Sulphur Springe, disappeared suddenly
i in #his vicinity. A search was made for
him, and his trail finally struck and fol
[lowed up to the very brink of this fearful
| pit. The supposition is that in the dusk

Navy, was ordered by Secretary Chandler
last fall to proceed to Nicaragua for the
parpose of reviging the estimates for the
construction of the Nicaragua Inter-
oceanic Uanal, In compliance with his
instructions ke had eceasion to cross the
Tethmus of Panama, and avaiied himsell
of the of portnnity to thoroughiy exam-
ine the progress of the work on the
Panama Canal. His report to the Sec-
refary of the Navy furnishes additional
evidence of the magnitnde of the task
which M. De Lesseps has undertaken,
and of the apparent]l; insuperable dif-
ficulties which render g2 improbable the
enccess of his project. Mr. Menocal
finds as a result of his survey that 70
per cent. of the whele distance of the
canal is as yet untonched, that the ex-
eavation is less than G per cent. of the
total cube to be removed, and that as
the work has thus far been confined to
the eurface, these percentages do not
represent the proportional cost of the
work done, which he estimates at not
more than 4} per cent. of the total cost.

Moreover, it is generally coaceded
that the canal must protected from
the freshets of the Chagres River. This
it is prorosed to accomplish by the con-
struction of a dam a mile long and from
150 to 170 feet high across the valley of
the stream, the hydeostatic re at
the base of which is estimated at 12,000
pounds per square foot. In this connec-
tion the estimates which Mr. Menocal
puts upon the entire cost of the under-
taking are significant. He says: "It
may be safely stated that the canal can
not be completed for less than $275,000,
000, exclusive of interest on capital.
commissions, ete., in addition to what
has a'ready been gpent, ora total cash
for the actual cost of the gmrka of $375,
000,000, Now, to mise thissum of money
and the annual cash interest, with the
present credit of the company unim-
paired, and supposing that the canal will
be completed in fourteen vears, will
raise the obligations of the company. (o
£661,000,000.
