proes to obtain. Only in the event of
Britain herself beiat involved in war
with a great naval power, or taxed se-
verely to defend her own coasts, could
a repetition of the prices of the Crim-
ean war period occur. Such a posd-
bility appears remote indeed.

Of course there are little "booms"
which bring fortunes to few. Fortu-
nate sad uncommon is the man who
knows how to look for and prudently
take advantage of these booms, and
the common sense not to be misled by
them.
