A reporter was directed to pass a por-
tion of the somewhat dnll Sunday in ob-
serving how men and women wear their
watches, A few hours’ careful investi-
gation showed that the field was a wide
one, and that there was a large opportu-
nity for eareful research.

CONQUERING A VICIOUS HORSE

He intimated that most
horses had more intelligence than theit
drivers, and after a few encouraging re-
marks, entered the pen with the stal
lion carrving 8 whip and a eocked re-
volver loaded with blank eartridges.
He spoke to the animai in a loud tone,
and then walked toward him. The
stallion moved into a corner of the pen
and turned his heels toward the profes.
sor. Instantly he received several
stinging blows around the hind legs.
Then he turned his head toward the
professor, who eantionsly reached out
his hand and patted the beast on the
shoulder. T'wo or three times this was
repeated, each time the trainer going
closer to tha horse.

hoist the near forefoot whenever the
brute tried to kick. In a shert time
he put harness on him, hitchod him to
& buggy, jumped in and drove him,
finally starting him and stopping him
by verbal command. Then he had a
big brass drum hammered near his
head, and tin pans and sleigh bells
rattled. The stallion went straight up
to them. and was not annoyed by them
after a few trials. The professor laid
down the lines, put his feet on the dash-
board, and fired the revolver. The
stallien stood like a statue.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

It is now claimed that whole cloves
are better protection aguinst moths
than either tobaceo, (-:unplmr or eedar
shavings.

Hard eider vinegar may be made by
adding one part of water to two parts
of cider and allowing it to stand for a
few days.

To cleanse tumblers in which milk
has been used they should be first
washed in cold water and then rinsed in
hot water,

Spots of grease may generally be re-
moved from eolored slks by the appli-
cation of raw starch, made into a paste
with water.

Silks and satins should never be
brushed across the width, as se doing
causes them to fray out, and spoils them
for remaking.

Dust is best removed from silk by the
use of a soft fHannel; from velvet it
should be removed by a brush specially
made for the purpose,

Oil eloth shonld never be cleaned
with soapsuds or with a brush: it should
be wiped with a elean cloth wrung out
of milk and water.

If shoes become wet and eonsequent-
ly stiff. a little castor oil rubbed on
them at night will render them com-
fortable to wear by morning.

One of the best drinks for summer
weather is buttermilk: it satisties the
eraving for acids and gives the stomach
some nutritious cheesy matter to digest.

A delicious and easy way to flavor a
cake that is to be iced is to grate part of
the peel of an orange or lemon over
the cake before putting the icing on.

To remove oil that has been spilled
on carpets or woolen goods, dry buck-
wheat should be fre«ly applyed and fre-
quently changed. No attempt should
be made to wash out such spots or to
treat them with any liquid.

A strip of old black breadeloth, four
or five inches wide, rolled up tightly
and sewed to keep the rollin place, is bet-
ter than a sponge or cloth for cleansing
black and durk-colored clothes. What-
ever lint comes from it in rubbing is
black, and does not show.

The most advanced physieians now
combat the idea that it is unhealthy to
eat just before retiring for the night.
Of course a hearty meai is not advisa-
ble, but just enongh light and whole-
some tool to give the stomach some-
thing to do will aid in producing sleep
and sound rest.

Dried herring makes an  exeellent
relish. Split, skin and bone, cover
with cream, and heat through in the
oven. Place each one on a strip of
buttered toast, thicken the cream with
flour, season well, pour it over the fish,
and give each o dash of lemon, and
send it to the table hot.

To wash lace with safety it should be
wourd round g bottle or sewn on mns-
lin and boiled in soft water, with white
castile soap, then rinsed in soft water.

In giving any one sick a Jdrink of
water when the dranght should be lim-
ited, hand him a swall glassful.  This
will satisfy his thirst, be it ever so lit-
tle. It is & mistake to offer a goblet of
water in such a ease, and direct how
many swallows must be taken. The
patient will not be satisfied nor his
thirst quenched.

Chicken Soup—To a chicken, or any
equal quantity of fresh meat, adid one
gallon of water, an onion, a shee of
bacon, one tablespoonful of flour, a tea-
spoonful of pepper, a teaspoonfal of
salt and a bunch of thyme or parsley.
Beat up in a tureen the volks of two
eggs, with a cupful of milk and a small
lamp of butter. Pour the soup, when
done, in the turcen on this boiling hot,
