John Roach was born in Ireland, He came
to this country when 16 years old, but foding
no employment in New York he crossed over
ino New Jersey in search of & man who
worked for his father fo the old country. He
found hin at the Howell works, sixty miles
from Jersey City, end procured work in the
same establishment, which was owned by
Jumes Allaire. Three years from his begin-
ning life in the United States he bad accumn-
lated $1,500, and leaving the balance of Lis
savings in the hands of Mr. Allaire, be took a
small amount of cash and started for the west
with the intention of tm’ln§ land. Mr. Al
laire's failure in business killed this project
and left the young man under the necessity of
working as a laborer in order to live.  He re-
turned to New York, and shortly afterward—
he was & married man by this time—set up In
busivess, in which be prospered for awhile
but was afterward financially rulned by the
explosion of a boiler. He started afresh and
became the owner of the foundry in which
were built the largest engines ever con-
structed in the United States up to that thoe.
After a few years he bought out the Morgan
iron works, the Neptune, the Franklin forge
and the Allaire works. In November, 1571,
he also bought the shipyards at Chester, Pa..
owned by Rainer & Sons, and since that time
he had bult many fine steamshipa.

Mr. Roacl was a strong protectionist in his
views, and was a strenuous advoeate of con-
gressional subsidies looking to the restoration
of the streneth and prestige of the United
States commercial marine. He was a strong
republican and worked Industrionsly for his
party, cireulating tracts written by himself
undder s fietitions name.
