The use of low-grade screenidge in
adulteration usually Introduces vari-
ous weed seeds which are few or
wanting in the best vetch seed. Some
of these are generally recognised as
noxious, and seed containing them
should not be sown.

Corn cockle, or cockle, seeds prob-
ably are the commonest of the weed
seeds with vetch seed, particularly
seed of hairy vetch. This seed is
recogoised by its spiny surface, angu-
lar form. and dark-brown or black
color.

Cow cockle seeds, often referred to
as cockle, differ from the preceding
In being spherical and not spiny.
They are black and about the sire o'
the smallest hairy vetch seeds.

The seeds of cleavers are somewhat
hemlspherical, the flattened face hav-
Ing a depression or cavity at the scar.
The surface is roughened and gray
or light brown. The gray color aids
in distinguishing these seeds from
vetch seed.

Field bindweed seeds are angular.
brown or gray, the surface being fine-
ly roughened. They are similar in
form to those of the morning-glory.
They are not common in vetch seed,
except in low-grade lots.

Ball mustard seeds are inclosed
singly in small straw-colored or
brown, net-veined pods. The pods are
somewhat flattened and are about the
sise of the smaller hairy vetch meds.

English charlock. or wild mustard,
seeds occur in some lots of poorly
cleaned seed of hairy vetch. The char-
loek weds are smaller than those of
hairy vetch. Sad they arem spherical.

PROPER WAMIUS F DISHES
Methodk Thet Take Thee but in the

ead Produce the Results Meet
Dealirable.

The bacteriologist finds no kitchen
clean enough and the ordinary method
of washing dishes he is likely to call
a "smear."

Dishes have been tested to deter-
mine the number of organisms that
remain on them after "ordinary" wash-
Ing as compared with a method that
requires an application of hot water
with the help of soap or, better still,
carbonate of soda, a thorough tlnsing
In hot water, and wiping with a sterl-
lIsed cloth (that is, one which has been
In bolling water since It was used be-
fore.) By this latter method the
dishes were practically sterile, while
many organisms were left on the
dishes that were washed by the "ordl-
nary" method.

One might ask, what harm will they
do? Oftentimes none, but if the
bacteria are those which convey dis-
ease, dirty dishes may be the means
of giving it to well persons. But mosat
of all, persons who are at all thought-
fal of such things do not want any
dirt which may be prevented by good
abethods, simply because dirt In it-
sl is sufficiently unpleasant

'• washing milk utensils it is first
neemsary to remove with warm water
all traces of the milk before scalding
water is used. Because of the cream
adhering to the sides, soap is used
also, but the greatest care must be
taken to remOve by repeated rinsing
every tree of soap. A telltale flavor
ef soap in the morning cream has more
than once revealed careless habits in
the kitchen, and made it evident that
all the soap was not removed In rins-

nag. The utensils must then be dipped
into absolutely boiling water for a mo-
mseet.

It is an important matter to wash
the milk bottle In which milk is now
commonly delivered to customers By
this we refer to the washing of the
fall bottle before it is opened. It is
safe to say that this is seldom done But

otice the bottle as it is brought Into
the kitchen, the milkman grasping it
with his hand over the top.
