Tallulah, La., Sept. 19. 1914.
A mass nmeetingot thecitizena

of Mailis.,n Parish La., was held
at the Court House Tallulah, La.,
this day. The n:eetmng wa
called to order by C(l. F. L.
Maxwell, who stated that the
meeting was for the purpose of
organizing in this oarish a branch
of the "Southern Cotton Associa.
tion" to co-operate with other
organizations in the Southern
States for the purpose of aiding
the Cotton industry in the South.

On motion of Mr. Geo. Spencer,
Col. F. L. Maxwell was dulylelected chairman, and O. W.
Campbell Secretary and Treasur-
er.

The Chairman stated that the
purpose of the call was to go into
permanent organization and ap-
point delegates to the State
meeting of this association to be
held in Alexandria, La., on the
122 inst.

On motion of Mr. Boney, the
citizens throughout the parish
were invited to join the organi-
zation and the membership fee
was fixed at $1.00. There were
present the following members:

Col. F. L Maxwell, Jeff B.
Snyder, R. K. Boney, W. H.
Holmes, Judge B. C. Montgom-
ery, Oapt. J. B. stone, W. B.
Harvey, W. 8. Craig, George
Spencer, A. E. Kell, T. F. Ward,
W. M. Scott, Geo. Sanders, J.
D. Sevier and G. W. Sevier.

On motion of Judge Montgom.
ery. the following motion was
unanimously adopted by the as-
sociation: Be it resolved that
delegate representing this asso-
ciation be requested to favor
some plan of taxation by the
National Government to compell
eotton growers to reduce their
acreage fifty per cent of that of
the year 1914, and that it is the
sense of this meeting that the
government be asked to assess a
tax of 5 cents per pound on cot.
ton raised in the excess of the
1914 crop for the year 1915, or to
favor any plan that may be ef-
fective in enforcing a reduction
of the cotton acreage in the cot-
ton acreage in the cotton growing
district for the year 1015.

On motion of Hon. Jeff. B.
Snyder, seconded by Mr. W. H.
Harvey, Mr. Geo. Yerger was
duly elected a delegate to repre.
sent this asseciation at the state
meeting to be held at Alexan-
dria, La., September 22, 1914.
Messrs. L K. Boney, F. L. Max-
well and W. M. Scott were
elected as alternates.

There being no further busi.
ness, the association adjourned.
