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JUDGE A. L. SLACK.

The following is to be presented to
the Supreme Court on October 5, 1914, |
by the undersigned committee of the
Bar Association:

To the Honorable Chief Justice and the
Associate Justices of the Supreme
Court of Louisiana:

Your committee, appointed by the
Louisiana Bar Association to prepare
resolutions on the death of Aylmer
Leake Slack, a member of this Associa-
tion, who died at his home at Tallulah,
Louisiana, on September 11th, 1914, re-
spectfully report the following:

Aylmer Leake Slack was born at
Germantown, some ten miles east of
Memphis, Shelby county, Tennessee, on
the Tth of April, 1841. On his father’s
side his ancestors were Dutch, who
originally settled in New York, New
Jersey, or Deleware. His early days
were spent in Memphis, where his fa-
ther was President of the University of
Memphis. From there the family moved
to Washington, Arkansas, where his
father again engaged in teaching.

He was elected
parish judge in 1879 and moved to
Tallulah, where he has since resided.

He was enthusiastic K. of P. and was
Grand Chauceilor of Louisiuna during
1384-5.

Judge Slack had been married three
times. The children of his first wife
have died; but there are seven living of
the second and three of the last.

Like most old people, Judge Slack
lived the last few years with dreams of
the past. He often wished he could
travel the ground again that he walked
over during the War. :

He was a good christian man, One
that lived his religion every day. He
slippel easily across the line over the
great divide without any fear for the
hereafter, for he had faith and knew at
any i ne he could **wray the drapery of
his couch about him and liedown to
pleasant dreams.”’
