soils or climate, but to a faulty sys-
tem. Such a system has always
failed, not so much, however, because
of overproduction, or that all the egss
have been in one basket, as that a one-
crop system always means poor soil
and low crop yields

If we had a reasonable assurance
that every acre planted in cats would
produce fifty to sixty bushels, every
acre in corn forty to fifty bushels, and
every acre in cotton a bale of H00
pounds, we could snap our fingers at
six-cent cotton, feeling confident of
prosperity in times of war as well as
in times of peace.

It our present troubles, whatever
hardships they may have in store for
ug, lead to a system of agriculture
which will build up soil fertility, the
sacrifices may not be too great. For
one year, or for even a short term ol
years, cotton must gell for a very low
price, indeed, to make it less attract
ive from a purely ready-cash stand
polnt than any other crop available;

Never breed
from a thin, long type, drooped-tail
Orpington. Somehow massive build
and big bone tell for more in this
breed than in some others.

Keep Salt Handy.

If you don't keep salt so your horses
and cattle can get it all the time, be
a little more careful than usual in
this respect just now, for these ani-
mals are eating a large amount of very
dry feed in the stalk flelds and at the
straw piles.
