WANT PRISONERS RELEASED

Mr. Wilson Urges That All Differ-
ences Be Forgotten Until After
the Labor Confertnce in
October.

Seattle, Wash. — Representatives
0¢! the Washington State Federation
of Labor here laid before President
Wilson labor grievances of the Pa-
cific Northwest and pictured to him
axisting labor unrest which they said
would make difficult, if not impossi-
ble, the prevention of a nation-wide
sirike October 8 in sympathy for
Thomas J. Mooney, sentenced to life
imprisonment for San Francisco
bomb outrages in 1916,

Bpecifically the delegation asked
for an appointment to see the presi-
dent to present the eases of unfortiu-

ite political prisoners, notably those
of Bulet M. Wells, Sam Sadler awd
Morris and Joe Pass the latter two
brothers, all serving terms of two
years for seditious conspiracy.

For more than an mour the presi-
dent discussed the labor situation
with the delegation and suggested to
them that organized labor should
bury ita differcpces with capital and
do its utmost to prevent strikes un-
til after the labor conference which
he has called to meet in Washing-
ton Oectober 6.

The president told the delegation
he was giving the entire gituation his
careful attention and was hopeful of
results from the conference. L. W.
Buck, who acted as spokesman in
pleading the cases of what he term-
ed the “poltical prisomers,” chargel
the government was prosecuting
these while it falled to prosecule
profiteers, The president told the
delegation it waa all right for them
to have grievances, but that he want-
ed to know what remedy they had to
sBuggest.

He
also addressed a meeting in Minns
apolis.

For his night meeting here the
president found the auditorium filled
to capacity.

Opening his speech Mr. Wilson
said there were no political consid-
erations In his speech-making trip for
the treaty. It was an American i=
sue, he declared and he had come out
to the people rather “to hold counsel”
than to make a fight against any-
body.

Despite the varled origins of the
people of America, said the presi-
dent, a distinctly American type had
been developed and one of the dis-
tinctions of that type was the belief
in equality, as contrasted with the
class distinctions of the other coun-
tries.

GREAT RECEPTION
FOR GEN. PERSHING

NEW YORK STAGES GREAT MILI-
TARY PARADE LASTING
FOR HOURS.

New York.—Over & five-mile flower-
strewn pathway, General Pershing
led his famous First Division down
Fifth avenue to the plaudits of 2,000,
000 proud countrymen.

The commander of America’s arm-
iee shared honors with battle-scarred

‘¥eterans who won undying fame on

the fields of France. As he rode down
the avenue, the stern lines of the
leaders' face relaxed in the now fa-
mous Pershing smile, and when he
dismounted in Washington Square at
the end of the march, he exclaimed:

“It was the most enthusiastic pa-
triotle outburst I ever have seen.”

Behind Pershing rode a score of
major generals and brigadiers, and
back of them strode the commander's
guard of honor, the world-famed com-
posite regiment of doughboys, the
flower of six divisions. Nearly all the
men were wound chevrons. Back of
“Pershing’s Own,” swept the 25,000
regulars of the First Division, fully
accoutred for war. It was a dress pa-
rade, but so far as equipment went
they might have been on their way
to the fromt.

As Pershing came abreast the
grand stand at the Metropolitan Mu-
senm, the great crowd went wild
with enthusiasm. He sat on his horse
smiling and saluting with his gloved
hand, while immediately behind
streamed the American colors and
ithe four-starred flag of a full gen-
eral.

The commander made but one stop
on the march and that was at St.
Patrick's ecathedral to change horses.
He dismounted amidst a crowd of
girls representing the Knights of Co-
lumbus, each eager to be the first to
hand him flowers. Upon the cheek ol
the victor he implanted a kiss while
she blushed happily.

Seated on a private stand In front
of the cathedral were Cardinal Mer-
cier and a throng of church dignita-
ries. Pershing paused to welcome to
America the heroic .old man who de-
fied the German invaders. The cathe-
dral chimes rang out in hymns of
vietory and “The Star-Spangled Ban-
ner” as the two world-famous figures
clasped hands.
