| In view of “recent events and hap-
penings,” representatives of the four
organizations said it was azreed that
| the atiitude of the farmer merber-
| ship of their associations on the right |
to strike should be made plain to |
Congress and to the country.

Pointing out that the eily poulation
of the country is dependent on  the
farmer for food and that interruption
of this supply can be brought about
through strikes of railread or other
fransnortaticn unions, the memorial
aszserts:

“Thoze who believe that labor has |
an inherent right to organize a|
strike believe that such organizations |
have a right to starve the people of
the citles to death, on the ope hand,
and to destroy the rroperty of the
farmers on the other. No such right
has ever existed and no such right
exisia now. It is economically un-
sound and the American people can
and will work some other method for
the settiement of such controversies.
No set of men has ever had the mor-
al or legal right to destroy property
or cause suffering by conspiring  to-
gether and the welfare of all the peo-
ple must ever remain superior to that
of any class or group of People,

“What wonld be the verdict of the
people if the farmers of the United
States should suddenly decide to go
on a strike aad refuse to supply the
wants and needs of those who ‘are
not in a position to produce food and
clothing for themselves? They would

be condemned from cne end of the
country to the other and the fact
wouid be pointed out that they, as

he owners und tillers of the land
had no right, either moral or legal,
io bring about such a calamity, It
the tarmers who own and ocenpy the |

and that he would have been derelict
in his duty If he had failed to act as
he did,

As the record stands Mr Lansing
‘endered his resignation and Mr. Wil
on accepted it. The resignation was
‘Mered, however, only after the presi-
dent, under date of February 7. had
written asking if it were true that
| Mr. Lansing had called cabinel meet-
Ings, waying that if such were the
case he felt it necessary to say that
“under our constilutional law and
practice, as developed hitherto, no
one but the president has the rizht
to summon the heads of the executive
departments into conference,”

Mr. Laneing answered two days
