SEES PAY FOF LIND

EX-QUEEN LIL OF HAWAII ASKS
MONEY OF CONGRESS.

Is Child of Royal Line and Traces An-
cestry Back to Princess Who
First Introduced Christianity
Among Her Subjects.

Washington.—Queen  Lilinokalani,
former ruler of the Hawalian islands,
who is still endeavoring to collect
from the United States for the 9.1}
called crown land which became publie
property when this couniry took pos-
session of the islands nearly 15 years
ago, appeared before the house com-
mittee on laws the other day to urge
her claim.

The gueen has no legal claim of any
kind, and she and her relatives have
at last heen forced to concede this.
They are now appealing to the gener-
osity of the American people on the
ground that the former head of an in-
dependent nation which was absorbed
by this great country should have a
fitting income entirely aside from the
contributions of friends and former
subjects.

The former gueen has aged a
great deal in the last few years and
broad white streaks have appeared in
her coal black hair. There are wrin-
kles in the brown face of the woman
who, when she first appeared in Wash
ington was unanimously voted to te a
decidedly beautiful if dusky matron.

When the queen was dispossessed,
what was then known as the crown
lands amounted to about 1,000,000
acres, According to local residents
these lands were in no sense the prop-
erty of the monarch, but belonged to
the state, and properly were turned

over first to the republic, then to the
United States, and then rgverted back
to thes territory as ordinary public
lands. The queen and her followers
always have contended that these
lands were private property belong-
Ing to the reigning family. When she
was driven from the throne her in.
come from this source amounted to
about $65,000 annually in addition to
a public fund of $20,000 a year for
maintaining the royal household.

Since that time the deposed queen
and her friends and associates have
pressed vainly their elaim for recom:
pense before one congress after an
other. The present value of these
lands is something over $10,000,000,
but the queen has now scaled down
her claim to the point where she is
willing to compromise for about §250,-
000 in hard cash. There is a growing
feeling in favor of generous action to-
ward the former queen, whose years
aré now fast declining and many
statesmen say a bonus direct to her
would be worth a8 good deal more than
the money involved, because of the
good impression it would create among
the Hawalian part of the population
of the iglands.

Lilivokalan} is a direct descendant
of one of the most picturesque char-
acters in the history of Hawaii, whose
story has been told in a thousand
missionary meetings and sent broad-
cagt in a million Sunday school vol-
-umes, Bhe is, in fact, a great-grand-
niece of Kaplolani, the island princess
or female chief, who did more than
any other person to bring the natives
to Christianity,

It was Kapiolani who dared to pluck
the sacred berrles which grow at the
brink of the crater of Kilanea. The
natives had been taught that a person
who pleked those herries would surely
die a most horrible death because of
the supposed sacrilege directed
Kapiolani
not only gathered the sacred berries,
risking her life in securing them, but
she led a picturesque procession of
her retainers, some 200 in number,
down to the lake of fire below the rim
of the crater. With opened hymn
book, singing praises to the God of
the new Christian cult, she defied Pele
and threw the sacred berries into the
burning lake. Of ¢Surse nothing hap-
pened, and the supposed sacrilege was
not punished in any way.

Pele as an awe inspiring deity was
compelled to go out of business and
the simplenatives flocked to the Chris-
tian standard fully convinced that a
new God had arisen who would sure-
ly punish unless he were - followed
with praise and thanksgiving. This
was the beginning of the extraordi-
nary conversion of the simple island-
ers, the like of which probably naver
has been seen or heard before or
gince in the history of missionary
effort.
