Policy of the Administration
Made Clear to the
Country.

FAVORS SHIP SUBSIDY BILL

Chief Executive Gives Reasons for De-
siring the Passage of Such a Meas-
ure—Postal Savings Banks—FPlea
for Conservation of National Re-
sources.

Washington.—The president trans-
mitted the following message to con-
Bress:

To the Senate and House of Repre-

sentatives:

The telations of the United States with
all foreign governments have eontinued
upon the normal basiz of amity and good
understanding, and are very generally
matisfactory,

Latin America.

One of the happlest events In recent
Pan-American diplomacy was the pacifie,
Independent settlement by the govern-
ments of Halivin and Peru of a boundary
difference between them, which for some
weeks threatened to cause war and even
to entrain embitterments affecting nther
republics less directly concerned, From
various quarters, directly or  indirectly
concerned, the intermediation of the Uni-
ted States was sought to assist in a so-
lution of {he controversy. Desirlng at all
times to abstain from any undue mingling
In the affairs of sister republics and hav-
Ing faith in the ability of the govern-
ments of Peru and Bolivia themselves to
settle their differences In a manner satis-
factory to themselves which, viewed with
magnanimity, would assuage all embit-
terment, this government steadily ab-
stained from being drawn into the eon-
troversy and was much gratified to find
its confidenca justified by events.

On the ninth of July next there will
oprn at Buenos Aires the fourth Pan-
American conference. This  conference
will have a speclal meaning to the hearts
of all Americans, beeause around Its date
are clustered the anniversaries of the in-
dependence of g0 many Ameriean repub-
lics, It Is not necessary for me to remind
the congress of the politleal, soctal and
commercinl importance of these gather-
Ings, Yoo are asked to make liberal ap-
propriation for our participation. If this
be granted, it I8 my purpose te appoint
a distingulshed and representative dele-
gation, quallfied fittingly to represent this
country and to deal with the problems of
Intercontinental interest which will there
be discussed,

The Argentine Republic will also hold
from May to November, 1910, at Buenos
Aires, a great international agricultural
exhibition in which the United States has
been Invited to participate. Considering
the rapld growth of the trade of the Uni-
ted States with the Argentine Republic
and the cordlal relations existing hetween
the two nations, together with the fact
that it provides an opportunity to show
deferenca tn a sister republic on the oc-
casion of the celebration of its nation-
al Independence, the proper departments
of this government are taking steps to ap-
prise the Interests concerned of the op-
portunity afforded by this exhibition, in
which appropriate participation by this
country {8 so desirable. The designation
of an officlal representative Is also receiv-
Ing consideration.

The Pan-American poliey of this gov-
ernment has long been fixed In its prin-
ciples and remains unchanged. With the
changed clreumstances of the United
States and of the republics to the south
of us, most of which have great natural
resources, stable government and pro-
gressjve Ideals, the apprehension which
gave rise to the Monroe doetrine may be
said to have nearly disappeared and nei-
ther doctrine as it exists nor any
other doctrine of American policy should
be permitted to operate for the perpetua-
tion of irresponsible government, the es-
cape of just ohligations or the insidious
allegation of dominating amblitions on the
part of the United States.

Eeside the fundamental doctrines of our
Pan-American polley  there have grown
up a realizatlon of political intereats,
community of institutions and ideals and
o flourishing commerce, All these bonds
will be greatly strengthened as time goes
on and increased facilitles, such as the
great bank soon to be established In Lat-
in-America, supply the means for build-
Ing up the colossal Intercontinental com-
merea of the future,

My meeting with President Diaz and
the greeting exchanged on both Amerl-
ean and Mexiean soil served, I hope, to
signalize the close and cordial relations
which so well bind together this republic
and the great republic immediately to the
south, betweepn’ which there is 50 vast a
network of material interests,

I am happy to say that all but one of
the cases which for so, long vexed nur
relations with Venezuela have heen set-
tled within the past few months and that,
under the enlightened regime now direct-
ing the government of Venezuela, progl-
glon has been made for arbitration of the
remaining case before The Hague tri-
bunal,

Since the Washington conventions of
197 were communicated to the govern-
ment of the Uplted States as a consult-
Ing and advisory party, this government
has been almost continuously called upon
by one or another, and in turn by all of
the flve Central Amerlcan republics, to
exert tself for the malntenance of the
ronventions. Nearly every complaint has
been against the Zelayva government - of
Nicaragua, which hgs kept Central Amer-
lca In constant tension and turmoil, The
responses made to the representations of
Central American republics, as due from
the United States on account of its rela-
tion to the Washington conventions, have
been at all times conservative and have
avoided, so far as possible, any semblance
of interference, although it Is very appar-
ent that the considerations of geograph-
le proximity to the eanal zone and of the
very substantial Amerlean Interests In
Central America give to the Unlted
Btates a special position in the zone of
these republics and the Caribbean sea.

1 need not rehearse here the patient
efforts of this government to promote
peace and welfare among these repub-
lies, efforts which are fully appreciated
by the :majority of them, who are loyal
to their true interests. It would be no
less unnecessary to rehearse here the
#ad tale of unspeakable barbarities and
oppression salleged to have been commit-
ted by the Zelaya government, Recently
two Americans were put to death by or-
der of President Zelaya himself. They
were officers in the organized forces of
& revolution which was In control of
sbout half of the republic, and as such,

acearding to tha modern enlightaned
practice of elvilized nations, they were
entitled to be dealt with as prisoners of
war.

At the date when this messpze s
printed this government has terminated
dlplomatic relations with the Zelava gov-
ernment, for reasons made public inoa
communication to the former Nicaragua
charge d'affaires, and is intending to take

*h future steps as may be found most

Istent with Ita dignity, ts daty to
Amevican Intereste and 8 nloral ubligas
tions to Uentral America and to eiviliza-
tion,

Department of State,

I earnestly recommenid to the favor-
abla consideration of the toncress the es-
timateg submitted by the department of
stata Aand most especially  the legisla-
tion suggested n the secrtary of state's
letter of this dale, whereby 1t will he
possible ta develop and make permanent
the reorganization of the department
upon modern lines in A tanner to make
it a thoroughly efficient instrument in
the Turtherance of our foreign trade and
af American interesis dbroad, Tha plan
to have ions of Latin=American and
Far-Eastern affairs and to Institute n
certain specialization in business  with
Furope and the near enst will at onee
commend iteelf, These politico-geozraph-
teal divlsions and the detail from the
diplomatic or econgular eerviee to  the
department of a number of men who
bring to the =tudy of complicated prob-
lems in differant parts of the warld
practical knowledge recently gained on
the spot, clearly is of the greatest ad-
vantage to the secoretary of state [n
foresecing conditions likely to arise and
in ronducting the great variety of corre-
spondence and negotiation, 1t should he
remembered that such facilities exist In
the foreign offiees of 21l the leading com-
mercial natlons and that to deny them
to the secretary of state would he to
plare this government at a great disad-
vantage {n the rivalry of commeteial
rompetition,

The consular service has been im-
proved under the law of April § 1ks
and the executive order of June 27, 144,
and I eommend to your consideration the
question of embadying In 0 statute the
principles of the present executlve nrder
upon which the efficiency of our consular
service is wholly dependent.

Expenditures and Revenues.

Perhaps the most important questlon
presented to thig administration is that
of economy in expenditures and =um-
cieney of revenue. The deficit of the
last fiseal vear, and the certain defleit
of the current year, prompted congress
to throw a greater responsibility on
the executive and the secretary of the
treasury than had heretofore been de-
clared  hy  statute. This declaration
imposes upon the secretary of the
treasury the duty of assembling all the
estimates of the executive departments,
bureaus and offices of the expenditures
necessary in the ensuing fiseal vear,
and of making an estimate of the reve-
nues of the government for the same
period; and If a probable deflelt {8 thas
shown, it is made the duty of the presi-
dent to recommend the method by
which such deficit can be met,

The report of the secretary shows
that the ordinary expenditures for the
current fleeal vear ending June 30, 1810,
will exceed the estimated receipts by
$34,075.620. 1If to this deficit is added
the sum to be disbursed for the Pan-
ama Canal, amounting to $38,000,000,
and $1,000,000 tq be paid on the public
debt, the deficit of ordinary receipts
and expenditures will be Increased to
a total deficit of $73.075.620. This def-
icit the secretary propozes to meet hy
the proceeds of bonds issued to pay
the cost of construeting the Panama
Canal. I approve this proposal.

In order to avoid a deficit for the
ensuing fiscal year, I directed the
heads of depantments in the prepara-
tion of their estimates tn make them
as low as possible conzistent with Im-
perative governmental necessity.

Civil Pensions.

I am aware that there ls a strong
feeling in both houses of congress, and
possibly in the country, against the
establishment of civil pensions, and
that this has naturally grown out of
the heavy burden of military pensions,
which it has always been the policy
of our government to assume; but I
am strongly convineed that nn other
practical solution of the difMiculties
presented by the superannuation of
civil servants can be found than that
of a system of civil pensions.

Frauds in the Collection of Customs.

I regret to refer to the fact of the
discovery of extensive frauds in the
collection of the customs revenue at
New York city, in which a number of
the subordinate employes in the weigh-
Ing and other departments were di-
rectly eoncerned, and in which the
heneficlaries were the American Sugar
Refining Company and others. The
frauda consisted in the payment of
duty on underwelghts of sugar. The
government has recovered from the
American Sugar Refining Company all
that it is shown to have been defraud-
ed of. The sum was received in full
of the amount due, which might have
been recovered by civil suit against
the henefleiary of the fraud, but there
was an expregs reservation in the eon-
tract of settlement by which the settle-
ment should not interfere with, or pre-
vent the criminal prosecution of every
one who was found to be subject to
the same.

Criminal prosecutions are now pro-
ceeding against a number of the gov-
ernment officers. The treasury de-
partment and the department of jus-
tice are exerting every effort to dis-
cover all the wrongdoers, including
the officers and emploves of the com-
panies who may have been privy to
the fraud. Tt would seem to me that
an Investigation of the frauds by can-
gress at present, pending the probing
by the treasury department and the
department of justice. as proposed,
might by glving immunity and other-
wise prove an embarrassment in secur-
ing conviction of the guilty parties,

The Tariff Act.

Two features of the new tariff act
call for special reference. By virtue
of the clause known as the "maximum
and minimum" elause, it is the duty
of the executive to consider the laws
and practices of other countries with
reference to the {mportation into those
countries of the products and mer-
chandise of the TUnited States, and if
the executive finds such laws and prac-
tices not to be unduly diseriminatory
against the United States, the mini-
mum duties provided in the bill are to
go into force. Uinless the president
makes such a finding, then the maxi-
mum duties provided in the bill, that
is, an increase of 25 ner cent. ad valo-
rem over the minimum duties are to
be in force. Fear has been expressed
that this power conferred and duty
imposed on the executive is likely to
lead to a tariff war, I heg to express
the hope and belief that no such result
need be anticipated.

The discretion granted to the execu-
tive by the terms “unduly discrim-
inatory” is wide. In order that the
maximum duty shall be charged againat
the Imports from a country, it is neces-
sary that he shall find on the part of
that country not only discriminations
in its laws or the practice under them
against the trade of the United States,
but that the discriminations found
shall be undue; that Is, without good
and fair reason. I conceive that this
power was reposed in the president
with the hope that the maximum du-

ties might never be applied in any case.
but that the power to apply them would

enabla the president and the state des
partment through friendiy negotiation
to secure the elimination from the laws
and the practice under 4hem of any
foreign country of that wshich is un-
duly diseriminatory. No one Is seck-
ing a tariff war or a condition in which
the spirit of retallation shall be
aroused.
Needs of the Navy.

The return of the battleship fleet from
g vavage sround the world, Sn more
eflicient vondition than when it starged,
was 4 noteworthy event of interest alike
to our cltizens and the naval autharitics
of the world. Besides tlie begelicial and
far-reaching effect on our persanal and
diplomatie  relations th  the couitries
which the flest visited, the marked gurs
cess of the ships in steaming around tha
world in all weathers In sehedule time
has Increased respect for our navy and
has added to our national prestige.

Injunctions Without Notice.

The platform bf the succsssful parte in
the last election conlained the following:
“The Kepublican party will uphold at
all times the authority and Integrity of
the eourts, state and federal, and will
ever Insist that their powers to enforce
their proress and protect life, liberty
and property shall he preserved inviolate,
We believe, however, that the rules of
procedure in the federal courts with re-
spect to the issuance af the writ of In-
Junetion should e mofe accurateiy de-
fined by statute and that no injunction
or temporary restraining order should he
issued without notice, except where {r-
reparable injury would result from delay,
in which raee a speedy hearlng there-
after should be granted.”

I recommend that in compliance with
the praomize thus made appropriate legia-
latton be adopted, The ends of justice
will best be met and the chief cause of
complaint agalngt ill-considered injunc-
tiona without notlee will bo removed by
the enactment of a slatute forbidding
herenfier the lssuing of any injunction
or restraining order, whether temporary
ur permanent, by any federal court,
without previous notice and a reasonable
opportunity to be heard on behalf of the
parties 1o be enjoined; unless it ghall ap-
pear to the satisfaction of the court that
the delay necessary to give such notice
and hearing would result In irreparable
injury to the complainant and unless also
the eourt =hall from the evidence make
a written finding, which shall be spread
upon the court minutes, that immediate
and Irreparable injury i likely to ensue
to the romplainant, and shall define the
Injury, state why It is {rreparable and
shall alzo Indorse on the order issued the
date and the hour of the issuance of the
order.  Moreover, every such injunction
or restraining order issued without pre-
vious notice and opportunity by the de-
fendant to he heard should by foree of
the stitute to expire and be of no effect
after seven days from the fssuance there-
of or within any time less than that pe-
riod  which the court may fix, unless
within the {injunction or order is ex-
tended or renewed after previous notice
and opportunity to be heard.

Second-Class Mail Matter,

The defieft every year In the post-
oflice department is largely caused by the
low rate of postage of one cent a pound
chirged on second-clase mail matter,
which includes not only newspapers but
magazines and miscellaneous periodicals,
The actual loss growing out of the trans-
mission of this second-clazs mail matter
at one cent a pound amounts to about
$63.000,000 & year. The average cost of the
transportation of this matter s more than
nine cents a pound,

It appears that the average distance ov-
er which newspapers are delivered to
their customers iz 291 miles, while the
average haul of magazines s 1.049, and
of miscellaneous periodicals 1,128 miles,
Thus, the average haul of the magazine
is three and one-half times and that of
tha miscellaneous periodical nearly four
times the haul of the dally newspaper, yvet
all of them pay the same postage rate of
one cent a pound, The stallstics of 1907
show that gecond-class mail matter con-
stituted 6191 per cent. of the welght of
all the mall, and ylelded only 5.19 per cent.
uf the revenue.

The flgures given are startling, and
show the payment by the government of
an enormous subsidy to the newspaperas,
magazines and periodicals, and congress
may well consider whether radlcal steps
should not be taken to reduce the deficit
in the postoffice department caused by
this discrepancy between the actoal cost
of transportation and the compensation
exacted therefor.

A great saving might be made, amount-
ing to much more than half of the loss
by imposing upon magazines and peri-
odicals a higher rate of postage. They
are much heavier than newspapers and
contain a much higher propertion of ad-
vertlsing to reading matter, and the aver-
uge distance of their transportation Is
three and a half times as great,

Postal Savings Banks.

The second subject worthy of mentlon
in the postoffice department is the real
necessity and entire practicability of es-
tablishing postal savings banks. The sue-
ressful party at the last election declared
in favor of postal savings banks, and al-
though the proposition finds opponents in
many parts of the country, I am con-
vinced that the people desire such banks,
and am sure that when the banks are fur-
nished they will be productive of the ut-
most good.

Favors Ship Subsidy.

Following the course of my distin-
guished predecessor, 1 earnestly recom-
mend to congress the consideration and
passage of a ship subsidy bill, looking to
the establishment of lines between our
Atlantic seaboard and the eastern coast
of South America, as well ad lines fro:m
the west coast of the United States to
South America. China, Japan and the
Philippines. The profits on forelgn malls
are perhaps a sufficlent measure of the
expenditures which might first ba tenta-
tively applied to this method of inducing
American capital to undertake the estab-
lishment of American lines of steamships
in those directions in which we now feel
it most important that we should havae
means of transportation controlled in the
interest of the expansion of our trade. A
bill of thig character has once passed the
house and more than once passed the
senate, and I hope that at thls session a
bill framed on the same lines and with
the same purposes may become a law.

Conserving National Resources,

In several departments there Is present-
ed the necessity for leglslation looking to
the further conservation of our national
resources, and the subject is one of such
importance as to raquire a more detailed
and extended discussion than ean be en-
tered upon in this communication, For
that reagon 1 shall take an early oppor-
tunity to send a special message to con-
gress on the subject of the Improvement
nf our waterways, upon the reclamation
and irrigation of arid, semi-arid, and
swamp lands; upon the preservation of
our forests and the reforesting of suit-
able areas; upon the reclassification of
the public domain with a view of sep-
arating from agricultural settlement min-
eral, coal, and phosphate lands and sites
belonging to the government bordering on
streams suitable for the utilizatlon of
water power,

Political Contribution.

I urgently recommend to congress that
a law be passed requirlng that ecandl-
dates In elections of members of the
house of representatives and committees
in charge of their candidacy and cam-
paign file In a proper office of the TTnited
States government a statement of the
contributions received and of the expen-
dltures incurred in the campaign for such
elections and that similar legislation be
enacted In respect to all other elections
which are constitutionally within the con-
trol of congress.

LEVEE FUNDS INTACT

ATTORNEY GENERAL GUION REN-
DERS OPINION IN MATTER.

Right to Appropriate Money to Pay
Expense of Juncket Trip
is Questioned.

Tinton Rouge.—An opinion has been
fecelved from Aftorney General Gul-
oh whieh upholds the position taken
by State Traveling Auditor Archie M.
Smith, that a levee board has not the
right under the law to make an aD:
propriation to pay the oxpenses ol
any of its members as |l:,lvgmes’w
a8 waterways, river and ha'®r or like
convention.

The question recently came up in
the Tensas board investigation, in
which State Traveling Auditor Smith
criticised the board for its aetion in
making an appropriation tc piy l.hr-
r_-x]u\ns-e:-', of the lll('l]\h!"'l'?-'s 10 the riv-
er and harbors convention,

Seme of the members of the hoard
took issue with the statements of the
traveling auditor, and contended that
the board had a perfeer right 1o
malke such appropriations, and to pay
such expenses as were incurred in
the {ransaction of business and the
gaining of information incident to the
work in hand.

Several of the presidents of other
levee boards have written to the Goy-
ernor of the state in regard to the
matter, urging that they be permit-
ted to send delegates to the Rivers
and Harbors Congress fo bhe held in
Washington, and that theip expenses
be paid from the levee ward funds,
Governor Sanders submitted the en-
tire matier to Attorney General Gui-
on, and the opinion rendered was to
the effect that the levee voard fands
cannot be used for that purpose.

In his opinion the Attorney General
says:

“The funds of the levee boards
have been raised solely for the pu'r-
pose of building levees, and there is
no authority given them hy the Leg-
islature of the State for the use of
the same, or any part thereof, for
any other purpose. 1 have reached
T.hl’-.\ conelusion that the expense of the
delegates who may be appmnteﬂ
should not be paid by the boards.

WILL ESTABLISH COLONY.

Large Tract of Land Suitable for
Truck Farming Purchased.

Covington.—A long slep toward an
carly development of this section was
taken when J. E. Cooper, of the Lou-
isiana Fruit and Truck Farm and
Manufacturing Company, Ltd, of
New Orleans, closed a deal for 4,800
acres of land in one tract mear this
place, and for another large traet in
the immediate section.

Mr. Coopr states that he now has
thirty-eight families ready to start
Sonth to settle on this land, and the
representatives of his company In the
North and East are completing ar-
rangements with about sixly more
families to come here.

The plans of the company, when
fully carried out, will cut this tract
up into small farms and will be sold
at a very reasonable price to actual
settlers, who will be assisted in every
way to insure their success

Th New Orleans Great Northern
Railroad has been liberal in its treat-
ment of the company, and will make
the most liheral concessions to get
the people here and to encourage
them to succeed. The company has
been promised from 30 to 50 acres
of land to be used as an experiment
station. Mr. Cooper states that this
place will be put in prime condition
and under the care of an expert far-
mer the crops planted will serve as
a gulde to the less experienced.

Mr. Cooper is enthusiastic over the
prospects of the company in this sec
tion, and states that in the near fu-
ture he expects this to be the lead-
ing truck shippins point fu the en-
tire South.

A canning factory will be estab-
lished ta take care of the over-ripe
produce, and In the event of low pri-
ces the entire output of the farms
will be canned for the market.

CORN CLUBS GET RESULTS.

Instructor Says Arkansas Boys Grow
Best Grade of Crops.

Baton Rouge.—Something of vwhat
an inerease in the corn crop will do
for the state of Louisiana is gziven
by V. L. Roy, who is devoting his
time to teaching the boys of the
state how to ralse corn.

Commenting on the work in hand
Mr. Roy called attention to the fact
that the big end of the corn show
at the State Fair mad made by the
boys of the corn clubs. Al} the space
apportioned to the clubs was filled
and many exhibits had to be placed
in spaces set aside for general =gri-
cultural exhibits.

In quality, as well as quantity, the
boys' corn made a splendid showing,
measuring up fully with the best of
corn grown by the experiencedq far-
mers and planters.

Boll Weevil Too Warm to Hibernate.

Baton Rouge.—The continied warm
weather has resultde in keeping the
boll weevils out of hibernation. This
is the opinion of Willmon Newell, of
the State Crop Pest Commisslon, and
the situation applies to Louisiana in
general, Usually by the last of No-
vember the weevils are in their win-
ter quarters, but so far this year the
winter has been unusually mild. In

MGDEL ROAD IN PROGRESS.
Work of Congtruction Under Supen
vision of the State,

Baton Rouge—Splendid  Progress
is now being made in tha construc-
tion of the mode]l road which ls be-
ing built out of Baton Rouge under
the supervision of the state. Already
about three miles has been built,
with the exception of the surfacing,
and this part of the work will not
be commenced until the entire road-
way for (he distance of the parish
is completed.  The surfacing mate-
rial will then be selected and placed

in position.

The delay in inaugurating the read
construetion in Lhe parish was eaus-
ed by the work on the drainoge ca-
nal that was necessary to build in
order to drain the water from the low
stretch  just outside the eity limits.
Now that the drainage has been of-
fected, work on the roadway will be
pushed to early completion.

The progres has been further in-
creased by tha faet thut a number

added to the foree, and instead of
twenty-five, there are pearly fifty on
the job.

BUILDING BIG PAPER MILL.

Structure is Planned to Admit Easy
Expansion as Business Grows.

Bogalusa,—The plant of the mam-
moth Southern Wood Digtillates and
Fiber Company, now under eourse of
erection here for the manufacture of
fiber board, will have a daily output
of fifty tons of finished produet, and
a large quantity of what i, known as
mechanical and soda pulp. The site
comprises 50 acres of ground, and
the buildings will have an actual floor
space equal to ten acres, g

The huildings are erected in the
form of a rectangle, with fifty feot
of space betwoen each for fire pro-
tection, and with the power house as
a central unit. Che power house will
be equipped with 2 battery of Scoten
boilers of the marine type, and 1,000
horse power in prime movers, which
will be distribnted throughout the
factory by rope trabsmission. The en-
tire plant will be furnished with the
latest improved miachinery, and is {o
be equipped with a universal convey-
or system which is unique as well as
practieal.

The plant has bheen designed with
the idea of most economical expan-
sion, as the supply of raw material
available is sufficlent to provide for
the manufacture of at least 200 or
more tons of fiber hoard daily. ,

Big Tracts In Ghicot Sold.

Lake Village.—Eizht sales of farm
land in Chicot couniy within the past
few weeks have involved more than
$200,000, and options are held on oth-
er property worth double this im-
mense sum.

The elght purchases were nearly
all made by parties from Ilincls and
New Hampshire, and it is reported
that many more New Englanders will
settle here.

Among the prominent sales men-
tioned is that of the Paepcke-Leicht
Lumber Company, containing more
than 8,000 acres, the Grittman prop-
erty, containing 1,920 acres, sold for
$1,900. The Sam Burgie property,
consisting of 320 acres, sold for even
$15,000.

Road Certificates wo Begging.

Mansfleld —The police jury met in
special session to discuss the good
roads work in progress in this par-
ish, under plans drawn up by Gov-
_Sanders. The committee sent to New
Orleans reported that no money is
available in that eity on the cer-
tificates, and that all orders for work
will be rescinded unless the money s
forthcoming to earry out the con-
tracts, in which the use of convicts
for road construction and repzair is
a part.

Waterworks at Lake Village.

Lake Village—The construction of
the tower, power house, and the ac-
tual laying of mains for the water
works system, for which Lake Village
recently let the contraet, is progress-
fng.
