Panamg canal.

Governor Sanders, who was present
during the session, said: I am ecop-

RESTORES HER SIGHT

Delicate Operation Performed by a
Philadelphia Surgeon.

Philadelphia, Aug, b.-
most delicate and danzerous
tions known to modern surgeons was
performed at the Medico-Chirnrgical
Hospital, when a portion of the cor-
nea, the transparent film enveloping
the eve, was trephined from the eye--
ball of a man employed at the Baldwin
Locomotive Works. His eye had heen
permanently destroyed, but the cor-
nea was uninjured, The trephined
plece was transplanted to the eve of a
woman who had been blind from in-
fancy., One of her eyes had been re-
moved, and she could not see with
the other, it being affected with noon-
atorum, the cornea hecoming clouded
and absolutely opague. The only pos-
gible way in which her sight could be
restored was to remove the cornea
and transplant some transparent sub-
stance in its place,

This was done hy the operation
ahove described. She can now read-
ilv distinguish objects a fow feet
away, and the surgeons believe her
sight will gradually become stronger,
