'The method shown in Fig. 2 Is mire
sillde, and for a smallal stack works
iqlually as well. The puhle is consider-
ably longer than the. he•ht of stack,

as it rests at an angle in a hole dug
in the groundi. This hole must be
about two feet deep and the bottomn
fIilled with a flat stone, or piece of
plank. upon which the pole rests and

turns. The guy wire, a, must be
strong and well anchored, as upon
same the load must draw. The two
guy ropes, b and c, are tied to posts
and arranged as follows: When the
Ipole Is exactly over the wagon the
guy rope, e, mutst be tight, but when
the pole is swung over the center of
stack the guy rope, b, Is tight, and
the one at c is loose. These prevent
the pole or derrick from swinging too
far.

The hay fork is attached by pulleys
or blocks, one on top of pole; one on
the fork and the other about five feet
from the ground on the pole. The
horse is attached at d. The method
of operating is simple. When the fork
ist loaded, the horse is driven directly
toward post a, until the load will
clear the top of the stack, then the
horse is swung to the left or toward
post c, thus drawing the poli and load
over until it is exactly in thire center
of the stack, where it is tripped. This
can be set tip in a few moment's time
and works both ratildly and easily, as
pole will swing from load to stack
and back again with but slight pres-
sure, If the end in the ground ris not
fastened tight, but room left for the
polo to turn as destired.

Two Groups of Insects.

There are two groups of Ionsects, di-
videdl according to the general form
of their nmouths, namely, biting insects
anl sucking insects. The former have
mouth parts adapted for chewinlg their
food, the latter for sucking their food.
The potato beetle is a biting insect.
the plant louse a sucking insect. Bit-
nlag insects may be destroyed by ap-

plying poison to the plants upon which
they feed. Sucking insects are killed
by insecticides coming into contact
with their bodies. There are some
insects also which may be driven
away by treating the plant with sub-
stances offensive to them, for in-
stance Bordeaux mixture will drive
away certain flea beetles.

Poultry Diseases.

There is a poisonous fungus growth
in the blood in nearly all the fatal dis-
eases. Fowls never perspire so that
that many of these evils may be
thrown off. On the contrary, they
must resort to respiration. The re-
sult is that the great majority of potil-
try diseases are found in the head,
throat and lungs, and, therefore, it is
in these parts that we must look for
the symptoms of disease.

Planting Cowpeas.

In preparing ground for cowpeas,
DIow two or three weeks previous to
seeding and then work the soil down
to a very fine seedbil immnrediately be-
for, seeding. The young plants will
comre up through the soil only when it
Is fine and loose. If a rain comes to
crust the soil before all of the young
plants are up, harrow lightly to break
the soil crust and let the plants
through.
